INFERIOR MOTIVES.

4 I'oliit to Ho Cannlilrrrd In the IMuca-tlo- n

or Children.
t Is most important in reasoning

"with chllilrcn that only tho best mo-
tives for conduct should bo (riron tlietn,
nutl never Inferior or wrong ones.

A conscientious child will often mnlco
mlstnlccs nnd do tho wrong thing,
while ho has tho most sincere and un-
selfish iloslro to do tho right one. Such
actions in such children should not bo
scolded or condemned too harshly. For
it Is tho motive that most mutters. So
long us tho intention bo right tho ac-tlo- n,

may bo amended, and the child
learn from his error to avoid it In fu-

ture.
Tho dlffcrcnco Iwtwccn tho motive

and the action, and their interdepend-
ence are not often enough explained
to children. It is more possible for a
child to understand tho distinction
than people usually think. If, as might
easily be done, tho teacher would put
tho idea into slmplo and familiar
words, most children could grasp it,
nndylearn to 1ms their own guides in fu-

ture, nnd Mint is what all child teach-
ing should tend toward, or it is teach-
ing thrown away.

Children quickly appreciate high mo-

tives. To urgo your boy to do right
because it Is bravo to do so, or becauso
It Is honorable, or because it is true, is
to speak to him in u language which ho
can understand as well as you. And to
know only such motives tends to make
him tho truthful, bravo or honorabla
boy you wish him to be.

On tho other hand, to habitually In-

cite him to goodness becauso of the
candy which comes to good Iwys or tho
punishment which awaits bad ones, is
to creato in him only tho motives of
greed nnd fear. These incentives nro
not only demoralizing to the character
of tho child, but tho force of them Is
weakened as tho boy grows older.

Again, it Is a mistake to appeal to
"outside" motives with children, such
ns nctlng for tho sako of appearance or
becauso hflmu ono is watching: "Ho
a good child, for undo is looking at
you;" "Don't bo rude to your sister or
misbehave at the tablo while company
1b hero;" "How ugly It looks for a llttlo
girl to 1)0 disobedient or unkind!" "Soo
how pretty It is Jo bo amiable or gen-erous- l"

"People always admire a gen-tl- o

llttlo girl." Much phrases surely do
not show n child tho lcst reasons why
lie should do right. Children do under-
stand and appreciate better ones. And
children have a right to the best. They
have a right to as good motives as thoso
wo try to llvu up to ourselves. Har-
per's liaiar.
