OATS AND ANTHRAX.

Interssting Declslon Recently Rendesed
by an Hauglish Coars.

A ceso of much Interest to farmers
bas been decided in one of the Eng-
lish courts. The plainti®s sued to re-
cover the price of certein oats. The
defendant denied liabillty on  the
ground that the onts had contained the
germs of anthrax, which had cansed
the disease to break out In his staliles
rnd led to the loss af 50 horass, Some
of thesa wers covered by insuranee,
bt he counter<laimed in respect o
the others. Several cora deslers who
had bought some of the oats in ques-
tion from the plaintifTs, mizxed and un-
mixed, and sold them again said they |
had received 1o complainta coneerning
them. An expert veterinary surgeon
#ald the outa had a considerable quan-
tity of dirt iu them, nnd should not
have been fed to horsea without being
screenexl. He thought it possible that
winnowing the onts would have got
rid of the bacilli, as It was possible, if
thers were any spores, they were all
on the surface. He thought there wos
room to doubt that the oata in question
caussd the horses to die. The jury

Less In Claver Ensllage.

One thing which causes the loas with
clover ensllage s that clover Is o rather
nitrogenous plant, and often heats in
the silo to a high degree, which causes
the pnssing off of a large amount of
molsture, and so produces the process
of fire-fanging, much the smme ns oc-
curs in a pile of horse manure; ot least,
that has been my experience in ensilo-
ing it. If sufficient water be used upon
it, tha heat is reduced and the ensilage
is preserved. It will be necessary for
the person filling the silo to wateh pret-
ty carefully, and if the temperature
rises wbove 135 degrees, to keep water
well poured on the surface. [ do not
think thot any Injurious results will
arise from the application of water,
We have added water very freely to our
corn ensliage here, and have received no
results other than beneficial ones.—In-
diana Experiment Station.

To Destroy Lice on Horses.

Last winter it wus noted that a num-
ber of horses werc troubled with ver-
min — in plain English, lice. They
might be fed twice as much as ordinary
horsea, and yet they remalped poor and
wretched looking, Mr. D, W, Hayes,
a well-known trainer of western New
York, gives the following recipe for
getting rid of the pests: Half a plot
of kerosene to two gallons of water.
Wash the horses with this twice, with
an interval of two or three days be-
tween applications, “and any lice you
find after that 1 wil give you a premi-
