Tho apparently improved condition
of Gov tioobol up to Saturday morning
had led tbo people to hope and believe
that he would como out conqueror oven
over death but about noon that day ho
was taken with nausea and hiccoughing
and sank rapidly till the end came at
015 the samp evening IIo was kept
alive only by stimulant for hours with
the hope that his brother Justus who
was coming on a special from Arizona
might sea him allvo again but ho died
an hour before his arrival his other
brother Arthur and sitter Mrs Mln
nlo Bronncckcr being lobo only persons
present for soma time previous to his
death by his spatial request During
tbo afternoon several preachers prayed
fervently for him and bo made partial
confession of religion Ho urged his
followers to continue resting their
claims upon tho law and do nothing Im ¬

prudent adding Tell my friends to bo
bravo and fearless and loyal to tbo
great common people

After much solicitation from friends
of the great leader the family of Gov
Goebel agreed that tho State for which
ho devoted his llfo should bavo his
body In death and his remains will bo
interred In tho historic cemetery at-

Frankfort where Kentuoklans can do
him honor along wIth the other Illus ¬

trlous men of his line It was stlpula
ted however that In obedience to tho
wishes of his friends and neighbors ut
Covington that tho remains bo taken
there and Ho In state from 8110 A M

today till 10 1 > M and then bo returned
to Frankfoty Wednesday and ouTburst
day bo consigned to the earth Taylor
is said to have agreed to withdraw his
outlaw troops from the Statehouse
while the Pody lay In stato But there
Is not a friend of the late Goy Goabel
who for ono moment would consent that
his body should be carried anywhere
by tho graco of Taylor and within sight
of a single bayonet

Born Jan 4 1850 In Pennsylvania
William Goobol camp with his father
and molbnr to Covlogtou when ho was
seven years old After getting a com ¬

mon school education he was appren ¬

ticed to u jeweler to learn the trade
but after a short tlmo surprised his
father by lulling him that ho bad mado
up his mind to be a lawyer Coy
Stephenson took him In his office and a
friendship sprung up between them
that becAme at strong as tho affection
of father and son and when the old
gentleman died ho left him excpuior of
his largo estate without security Ho
graduated at the Cincinnati Law
School ut which the governor was a
lecturer before bo was 21 and a few
months later on the governors advice
began a special course at < Kenyon Col
legs Isle father died after two months
and be had to return homo where in a
low years he became tbo law partner of
John G Carlisle which lasted five
years At the end of that time ho be ¬

came the partner of Coy Stepbenson
and remained so till the latters death
Ills active political career began In
1837 when bo was elected to tbo State
Senate and Again for two moro terms
Ho wall a member of the constitutional
convention His public record Is an
open book and no suspicion of corrup ¬

tion was over breathed against him Ho
was faithful to duty even unto death
and the people recognizing It loved to
do hun honor Self reliant bravo and
clear headed and possessed of indomi ¬

table perseverance bo nearly always
carried his point and inspired thatcon
Odence that made him so great a leader
of men That a man like him should
