and perseverance they scarcely ever hacl
nn equal The seven accumulated n
fortune aggregating almost 1000000
One of them W F Evans left a for ¬

tune of 600000 Joseph McAlister a
fortuno of 00000 Joseph McAlister
J H McAlister and James McAlister
were horn in a largo log and framed
house on a fine farm immediately on
Duck creek Their father was rich
owning 30 Negroes but the boys when
grown cared nothing for this The
struck out for themselves nnd were
blessed in their houses and their goods
their lands and their stores All did
hard work some of thorn engaging In
agriculture some cutting corn wood
nnd breaking rock on tho pike limb ¬

ing higher us they prospered by indus ¬

try and temperance neither drinking
liquor Joseph McAlister married the
most worthy lady Martha piano Ows
ley daughter of Jack Owsloy of Lin ¬

cola county She still survives her de¬

parted husband J H McAlister mar ¬

sled Margaret Whitley daughter of
William Whitley of Tccumseh fame
James McAlister married Catherine
Hays grand daughter of Thomas Sti
gallor Stigalla Ferry fame lie
mother was also4 mine W F Evans
married the daughter of the late Rob ¬

Evans one day when would there ever
bo another immigration from Dallas to
Lincoln of eight men who would nc ¬

quire the rich land nnd confiscate two
of the host offices in tho county He
answered Never Fount And he was
right They are a different people
there now
All Is desolate along that shore
