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STANFORD PEOPLE
WANT NEW DEPOT.

Petition Will be Presented to Rail-
road Officials Asking For Bet-
ter Accommodations.

Stanford wants & new depot, and a
petition wigned by every official, busi-
ness and professional man and by all
citizens it is possible to see, will be preo-
sented to the chief officers of the Lou-
fnville & Nashville railrond, asking that
& new atation be built, Every one who
has occanion to use the rallroad here
knows of the total inadequacy of the
present depot for the needs of the trav-
eling public. The city hasoutgrown it;
and the progress .which Htanford and
the surrounding eommunity has made
within recent years will be the argu-
ments used to influence the railroad
people to build a newdepot at once, As
soon ae the petition s signed, a dele-
gation of prominent citizeds will go to
Louainville with it to take up the matter
persanaily as well with the railroad offi-
cials. The petition, which will be left
at the Lincoln National Bank for signa-
turen, in as follows:

THE PETITION,

We, the undermgned citizens and res-
idents of Stanford, Lincoln county, Ky.,
most respectfully request the careful
econsideration of the following reasons
which we assign for our request that
the .. & N. R. R, Co, construct & new
depot at Stanford, Ky.:

We have noted with satisfaction and
interest the well-directed and painstak-
ing effort of the management of the L.
& N. R R. Co. to give the people in
the territory tributary to its line the
mast efficient service its financial con-
dition would warrant, This is indieat-
ed by the splendid condition of its road-
bed, the permanent and durable char-
actar of its bridges and the increase in
the size and quuntity of its rolling
stock.

We wre much gratified by the last
published statement of the L, & N,
which shows the present financial pros-
perity, for we belicve that the interest
of the citizens of the common wenlth and
those of the I. & N. R. R. Co. are not
antagonistie, but that their mutual wel
fare and prosperity are eatwined and
interwover, and that their interests are
inseparable and indissolusble. Thepros-
perity of each should and does assist
and benefit the other, and that the re-
Iation between the railroad and the eit
izens whom they serve should be char-
acterized by mutual talerance, reapect
and regard. Therefore we do not de-
sire that this petition should be con
strued as an adverse criticlsm of past
conditions, but as reasans why future
conditions should be changed. We in-
vite the attention of the mansgement
to the following facts and are confident
s careful consideration of them will con
vince you of the justness and propriety
of our request.

The depot at Stanford s old, inade
quate, inconvenient, unsaoitary and un-
sightly. The freight room and bagguge
room are frequently congested, there is
not now nor has thers ever been a sep-
arate waiting room for the white and
colored passengers.

The present connections of the pas-
seager trains on the Knoxville branch
with the passenger trains running to
Maysville, frequently make it necessa-
ry for passengers to remain at Stanford
many hours. The present accommoda-
