lie shot Porter where he sat in
his oftien chair; gave him no chance
ut all to defend himself. They hnd
bad .soiuu slight trouble over a dog,
but it was a mere nothing. It took
several men to hold cousin Roe
(Knds' father) nnd do nn tiling with
him, hat Inst nlgul they phi"H.
Iiitnkjn .Hint he hud broken down
find wns in an nvvltil condition. Por-

ter's wife (Leo Wright's daughter)
ia in n very delicate Mntc of health
and it may prove fatal to her; she
is so young too I don't reckon any-
thing more terrible ever happened
Last night they snid the town was
perfectly wild. I suppose he will bo
buried today. I feel uvvfiilly sorry
ior all of them. Porter had such u
good nninc and stood so well among
men. Ho was only 2o years old.

The Danville Advocate savs: Wil
Ham Phillips who killed Porter Eads
in Monticcllo Thursday evening was
landed in the Danville jail for safe
Keeping Fridny afternoon. It was
feared that Phillips would be mob-
bed and Wnvne county officers took
l.im from the jail there Thursday
night and hid hira out in the knobs
until he was spirited to Il'irnside
where the train was taken for Dan-
ville. Phillips formerly lived in June
tion City, having left there nbottt 12
years ago. It appears that ho killed
Ends in the heat o passion, hav-
ing become aroused because his fiee
pup had been hot dropped. It is
i'ot know.li when he will be returned
to Monticcllo for trial.
