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HUDSON'S FATE NOW
IN HANDS OF JURY

Great Crowds Have Attended Trial
of West End Murder Case
All Week.

An immense crowd of spectators
has gathered in the court house at
each session of the court in the trial
of Henry Hudson for the killing of
Yates W. Burton, mention of which
has freguently been made in these
columns. Over 100 witnesses were
from the counties of Wayne, Pulaski
and Lincoln, and these together with
friends of the dead man and his
slayer and the crowd of spectators,
which included many ladies, made the
court house full and sometimes over-
flowed it.

At the close of court Thursday af-
ternoon it was announced by the at-
torneys that evidence was all in, and
Judge Charles A. Hardin stated that
a sesson would be held that night.
Judge W. R. Cress, for the defense.
and K. 8. Alcorn, for the prosecu-
tion, spoke, each occupying an hour's
time. This morning Judge Virgil P.
Smith, for the defense, Hon. Ed Mor-
row, for the prosecution, and Hon.
John Sam Owsley, for the defense,
occupied the attention of the jury.
Court adjourned for dnner at the
conclusion of Mr. Owsley's effort, and
Gommonwealth’s Attorney Puryear
made the closing speech this after-

noon. Probably not in the history
of the county have six abler argu-
ments been made in a murder case.

It took all of Tuesday and until
9:15 Wednesday morning to secure a
Jjury and some 80 men were examined.
Following is a list of those secured:

Space forbids giving the testimony
of all the witnesses but the salient
points of the more important ones
follows:

Grover Ard, who was the only wit-
ness to the killing save Mrs. Hudson,
who is denied by law the right to
testify for or against her husband,
sa.d:

“l accompanied Burton to the Hud-
<on home, having driven a team from
the former’s home in Wayne county.
Burton followed me on horseback. We
got to the Hudson home at about B
o'clock and Mr. Burton, who is my

He heard Hudson make
no statement when they entered the
house, Speaking to his daughter, Bur-
ton said they wanted a room, that he
had come to do some work and settle
up the partnership business, that they
had brought their own bedding and
provision with them. Mrs. Hudson of-
fered to cook them supper and told
them to use the things in the room,
i Burton said no and asked that
what she had in the room be taken
out. His wishes were complied with,
Mrs. Hudson moving the dresser and
several pieces of furniture from the
room. The first thing | heard Hudson
say was, “You are entitled to half of
this house and not a G-d d-m bit
more.” Burton cursed Hudson and
they passed several such epithets.
Hudson was in the other room at the
time. Burton, who was then sitting by
the fire with a lantern in front of
himn, picked it up and turned and
stooped to set it down when a shot
was fired and Burton went toward
the door. Then another shot followed
and I caught hold of Burton and eas-
ed him to the floor. 1 then entered
Hudson's room and told Hudson that
he had killed the best friend he had
ever had. Hudson said ‘G-d d-m you,
I'll kill you.” I did not see Hudson
when he shot and Burton was not
fixing to shoot and w=s not doing a
thing. He had no gun in his hand and
had made no attempt 1o draw one. We
had taken four drinks of the quart
jar of peach brandy Burton had and
neither was the least intoxicated.”
Ard reiterated very emphatically that
Baurton was picking the lantern off
the floor when the first shot was fir-
ed.

Garvil Burton, son of the deceased
and who is administrator of his fa-
ther's estate, testified that his father
was 49 years old, weighed 225
pounds and was five feet eleven
mnches tall. He left a wife and ten

children. His estate iz valued at $35,-
000. |
James Richards, who married a

daughter of Burton, but who is di-
varced from her now, stated that in
the summer of 1912 while he and his
wife were at Hudson’'s home the two
were engaged in conversation out at
the barn, when Hudson complained
that Burton had money, but had nev-
er helped him with it. Richards said
he told him he wanted no money, that
he could make his own living, when
Hudson said: “We can get some of
his money by making away with him.”
Cross examined, he said that he had
never told his wife about this, nor had
he said anything to Burton, fearing
that it would cause trouble.

George Butler swore that Hudson
had ap, ed him for the purchase
of a pistol 8 week or so before the

illing. He had none to sell.
%d Hughes testified similarly.

‘ iff Jasper of Pulaski, swore
that Hudson came to him after his ex-
amining trial and told him he wanted
him to help him in his case, that he
J , knew how te do with juries,
he having had experience.

He and has fa-
ther-in-law, Yates W. Burton bought
the Bennett Cloyd, farm together of
A. W. Carpenter. He said that Bur-
ton got mad at him because he would
not loan him $400, his share of a load
of cattle they had sold in Cincinnati
and had cursed him, saying “G-d d-m
you, you have no accommodation
about you.” He did not resent this.
Burton left his house early the next
morning without speaking to him.
Asked about his conversation with
Sheriff Jasper, concerning the  jury
that was to try him, Hudson said: “I
had heard that Garvil Burton, son of
the deceased, remarked that there
was no such thing as justice where
there was a plenty of money and that
he intended to see that my life paid
the penalty of the crime I had com-
mitted,” and I wanted Jasper to see
that the jury tried me was not tam-
pered with. I did not mean that 1
wanted him to try to buy the jury.”

Defendant did not know that Bur-
ton was coming to his house on night
of the killing, but admitted that he
had dictated a portion of a letter in-
troduced by the prosecution, in which
it was stated that he, Hudson, had
rather not do business than do so on
money obtained from a note with
Burton on it. The men owed a joint
note of about $2,000 and when the
banker sent the note to Burton to
sign, he at first refused to sign it. He
did so later, however. “I did buy a
pistol from TI. Butler and wanted it
for protection around my home. 1
sold a month before a pistol that I
had had for some time,” said Burton
in answer to what he wanted with the |
pistol about which Butler and Hughes
testified. “On the night of the kill-
ing,"” said Hudson. *“I was in one of
the beds of our sleeping room with
one of our children. My wife was in
the other with the two other children.
I heard Burton call to my wife, and
did not go to the door to admit him
because he had not called me. He
seemed to want to see his daughter,
not me. I was not mad at him. My
wife got up and lighted a lamp and
went to the door, Burton and Ard
came in and went to the room across
the hall from our bed room. My wife
offered to get supper for them and
told them to use the things in the
room, both of which they declined,
Burton saying ‘I want to use my own
things; T want nothing to do with the
G-d d-m black son of b---h.' I said
‘yvou are another " Burton then told me
I should not stay on his place and I
told him he would have to show me.
I heard him step as if ccming toward
my room and I shot three times. He
fell toward the window of his room
I thought he was going to kill me and
I shot to save my life. I could see
Burton reaching in his inside coat
pocket for his pistol, which he most
always carried and believed I was in
great danger. | used a 38 calibre
Smith & Wesson double action re-
volver, Asked if he knew Burton's
reputation, he said he did and that it
was very bad. ‘What did you do af-
ter the shooting?' was asked. I went
to the machine drawer from whence I
got the pistol and got three, more

cartridges and MW
bers of the revolver. I did this be-

cause | feared that Ard, his nephew,
would try to kill me. 1 did not teil
Ard that [ would kill him; never
thought of such a thing. I asked Ard
if he had gotten Burton's pistol and
he said no. I stayed in my room and
out in the hall the balance of the
night. Was not in the room with the
body at all. Never had any such talk
with Richards as he swore that I had.
Richards and his wife frequentlv came
to my home and stayved for weeks at
a time.

Russell Hudson, ten-year-old son of
defendant, swore that he was sleep-
ing with his father and that the first
shot awakened him. He looked up and
saw him with both hands gripping a
pistol and heard two shots. He saw
little brother with three empty cart-
ridge shells before the officers and
undertaker arrived.

Mrs. Cora Sears testified that she
lived on the place and that a little
daughter of Hudson came to her home
after 10 o'clock on the night of the
killing and told her there was some-
thing wrong at her home. Mrs. Sears
returned with her. She said Mrs. Hud-
son asked her to straighten up the
house before any one came, which
she did. Grover Ard came to the
house about seven next morning and
got sick while sitting before the fire
and vomited on the hearth. She had
seen the dresser in the room in which
Burton was killed and in straighten-
ing up the room moved the sewing
machine.

Undertaker J. L. Beazley probed
the wounds. The one in the breast
looked like the bullet entered straight.
The probe showed that it struck a rib
and ranged downward. The body must
have been on the floor when the
wound in the right leg, just below the
hip, was inflicted.

Deputy Sheriff W. S. Drye got to
the home about midnight and Under-
taker Walker arrived about the*same
time. The body was lying partially on
the right side and the shoulder
against the wainscotting.

Deputy Sheriff W. S. Embry heard
Ard's testimony in the examining
trial and swore that he stated that
Burton had two jars of whisky when
he started on the journey to the Hud-
son home that Sunday morning.

Mrs. Annie MecCormack, Rufus
Richards and Miss Elizabeth Richards,
all cousins of James Richards, swore
that they would not belive the latter
on oath. It was James Richards who
swore that Hudson said to him that
they could get Burton's money by
doing away with him.

Charley Ard, cousin of Grover Ard,
who was with Burton when he was
killed testified that his reputation for
truth and veracity was bad and also
that Burton, was troublesome and
overbearing when drinking.

Luke Burton, a relative of Y. W.
Burton, said that after the killing
Grover Ard said to him that Hudson
is a fool for not killing us both for the
way we acted at his house. He admit-
ted that he and Burton were on oppo-
site sides of a school contention and
that the feeling was not the best be-
tween them. '

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F. L. Barker lived three miles from
Burton and had known him for sev-
eral years. His reputation when
drinking was that of a troublesome
man, but that he had never heard of
his arrest for any cause. He too was
against Burton in a school fight in

"his neighborhood.
a Pulaski county

C. C. Trimble,
farmer—preacher, had known Bur-
ton for years. Had heard people say
that he was a dangerous man when
drinking. Never heard of his being
arrested.

J. W, Gover, age 73, of Pulaski, liv-
ed on adjoining farm to Burton. He
considered him a dangerous man
when drinking. He and the dead man
had had a controversy over a pass

way.

lgrank Molen said that he had liv-
ed for several years in sight of Bur-
ton's and that his reputation when
under the influence of liquor was
bad. He thought that from what he
had heard his neighbors say that
Charley Ard's reputation was “pretty
good.” He admitted that he had had
some differences with the deceased.

Frank Wilson, a Pulaski farmer,
had known Burton for 19 or 20 years,
He thought his reputation was not
good when he had whisky in him. Had
heard several of his neighbors say so.

The following gentlemen testified
to the good character of Y. W. Bur-
ton, several of them also declaring
that Grover Ard, who was with him
when he was killed, and James Rich-
ards, who told of his conversation
with Hudson in which he said the
could get some of Burton’s money by
doing away with him, were men of
reputable characters: G. A, Eubanks,

Graybeal, T. L. Carpenter, R. C.

These
gentlemen represent various localities
in the counties of Lincoln, Pulaski
and Wayne, and their endorsement is
worthy of consideration.
Clell McAninch, of Casey, swore
that Burton gave him a drink Sunday
afternoon of the killing; that Hhe,
Burton, took none and was not intox-
icated.
Miss Annie Routen testified that
Grover Ard came to her home on the
fateful night and that he was not
drunk.
The attorneys and court officials
are very complimentary over the
splendid deportment of the gentlemen
composing the jury. Sheriff Weath-
erford says that he has not had to
even make a suggestion to them and
they all seem to realize the respon-
sibility of their position,
