TlrnovoThoproclamation was made at the
cathedral of Tlnovo at 11 oclock Mon ¬

day It was a dramatic scone accom ¬

nation was subsequently issued by the
prince

Tho elevator was owned jointly bj
tho Canadian Pacific and Boston
Maine railroads and was occupied bj
tho Quaker Oats Company of Chlca
go The amount of grain it contained
was very large The flames whlcl
are supposed to have been started by
spontancouo combustion In the dry
dust of tho grain spread so qulcll
that the limited fire apparatus of thr
village was of no avail Nothing could
prevent the entire destruction of tin
elevator and Its contents

The heat sot fire to a flour abet
near the elevator and tho shed to
gother with 75 freight cars standing
near it wero burned

tracks of the Canadian Pacific rail
road completely for many hours so l

Tho motive ascribed by those who
believe that Llndenfleld Is Father Bax
Is that tho old man is seeking to hldo
from the world and believed that hero
ho would be least looked for Father
flax is 90 years old
