19 6o South,

MAY  GHANCE  SITUATION

Amaricans Along Rio Grande Fear
Bandit-Ridden Reglons Will Be Left
Unprotected by Departurs of Car
ranza Troops e Mexice City.

El Paso, June 5 —Consternation
was ereated along the Mexican border
and throughout northern Mexico by
news from Mexico City that Emiliano
Zapata and his forces are pressing
their attacks hard against tht Mex)-
can oapital, which was followed by
confidential orders to the generals
commanding Carranza foroes to hold
themselves In readiness to dispa.ch
south any troops they can spare (f
called upon to do so.

The sudden daring of the Zapatisias
in pressing so close against the Mex-

| lcan capital, may result in the with- |
| drawal of many of the Mexican troops
, recently rushed Into northern Chihua-

hua, ostensibly to put down banditrv.
This would greatly relleve the strain
now existing betwesn the 1'nited
States and the Carranta government
aver the question of the withdrawal
of American forces from Mexico.

In the event of neceasity for with-
drawing Carranza forces (o protect
the national capital, It s expectsd
that the de facto government will
realize the value of allowing the
American forces to remain to protect
the bandit-ridden reglons and that
the Mexican forelgn department will,
for the time. conveniently neglect to
preas ita demands for the withdrawal
of the Americans.

The situation develops just st =
time when the Carranza forces were
being redigposed In such a manner
as to take over all the bandit bunting
work of the American forces where
this could possibly be done. In the
event of withdrawing any of the de
facto troops for duty In protecting
Mexico Clty these forces nearest to
the American troops will be taken out
and sent south, it is stated, giving the
Americans & wider latitude than was
contemplated for them In thé recent
preparations of the Carranzistas for
the redisposition of thelr forces,

That the Carranzistas are sincere
In their efforts to prevent clashes be-
tween thelr troops and thos= of the
American army of occupation, was In-
dicated by an order to his forces by
General Gavira, that any solditr of the
Constitutionalist government attack-
ing an American will be punished by
death.

An few Americans remaln in Mexl
o0, except the American military
forces, It in presumed that the order
refers to American troops, and In de-
slgned to discourage the Carranzistas
against openly showing any animosity
they might harbor toward the Ameri-
cans.
