"Oh, This Murderous, Damnable,
Unspeakable Duty!" Says

German Captain.

Lars I --arse n, who srrircd at an Atlan-
tic port ou board a small cargo steam-
ship. 11 was an ollleer of tbe Swedish
ateanmhlp Ada, which was suuk on
June 12 last while on ber way from
Uotupuburg, Sweden, to Hull. Eng-lan-

Tills Is big dramatic recital:
"Before the war began a handsome

young Uermau fell lu love with my
daiiKliter Minna, sixteen and IteautlfuL
The Uertiiau, Hans von Tuehtnger.
was an art student aud bad come to
Sweden to study.

"Minna soon grew to return tha love
of the good looking youugater, and
when the war broke out and he re-

ceived notice to present himself at
once to the naval unit to which be be-
longed In (ierinany tha Kxr girl was
ready to die of grief.

"Two months elupard before we got
a letter from Hhiis. It told us of bis
having been detailed to lubuiarui
work. After this wa never beard from
him again.

THE NEW KENTUCKY

TAX LAWS

There wilt ba many changes la tb
Kentucky Tst Laws, which go lato
effect September 1st, aad taxpayers
should be deeply Interested.

Farmers will ba benefited by tb
lower State tat rat on Lands aad
Improvements from IS to 40 cents
on each 1100 valuatloa sad ea Ut
Stock from II to 10 ceats for Stat
purposea. Bonds, Stocks, Mortgagee
and Accounts will b exempt frost l
eal taxation; as will alio AgrlealtsraJ
Implements; and Products grows
wlthla the year ar exempt from all
taxation. Money deposited la Bask
will be taxed at only 10 cants aa
Ua 100, Instead of II as heretofore.
This will result la a large saving U
taxpayers, who bar beea llatlag taelr
property at a fair valuation.

Merchants will bar only Stat
taxes to pay on tbelr Notes and Ae
counts at tha rat of 40 cents ea
each 1100 and 10 cents oa Baak

Other property, such as Rami

Estate. Merchandise, etc.. Is subject
to Stat tat rat of only 40 Instead
of II rents.

Manufacturers ar exempted front
local taxes on their Machinery, Raw
Material and Product. Notes and Ac-

counts snd will ba taxed for Stat
purposes only oa such property at 40

rents on the 1100 and 10 cerJon
Bank Iepoalta. On all other prop-
erty the Stat tax t only 40 ceats
on each $100 and the local taxes as
fixed In the localities where their
buxlnexs is conducted.

Bonds, Stocks. Mortgage. Note
and Accounts are taxable for State
purposes only at 40 cent oa the
flOO and exempt from local taxation.

The State tax on Meal Estate.
Household floods. Merchandise, Vehi-

cles and other property owned by
Individuals has been reduced from
IS to 40 cents; a reduction of 17 H
per cent.

Additional Revenue to Justify the
reduction and Increase the Stat rev-

enue Is to come from Bonds, Stocks,
Notes snd Accounts; Mineral and
Timber Rights and Royalties aad by
equallxatlon of notoriously under-
valued assessments, and as each claas
of property, no matter by whom
owned, will be assessed and taxed
uniformly, the advantage to taxpayers
generally snd the State at large will
be ry great.

The State need more revenue t
meet the present deficit, and tbe ldea
I to get more property tb tax rather
than to Impose mora taxes oa prop-art- y

now paving mora than It share,
and under tbe new and more equltabl
law thla ran be accomplished.

The State Tax Commission Is go-

ing about the work In the right way
to subject every kind of property to
its fair share of taxation and correct
tbe evlla heretofore existing whereby
many property owners paid more tbaa
their Just due and others escaped
entirely. The Commission Is endowed
with power to enforce the laws aad
bring the delinquent to a sens of
their responsibility and obligation to
the State, and every Taxpayer. As-

sessor and Supervisor should aid In
securing for the State the successful
operation of the new law, which ar
fair and Just to all.

Where accurate return ar mad
a of September lit. the property
owner will be Immune from past
omission and delinquents may be
proceeded against for tea year back,
so there la every Inducement to com-
ply with such Just and equable lawa,
and aa the principles Involved ar
worked out there will be further re
ductions In the tax rates, aad In time
the entire exemption of land for Stat
purposes, as In other States where
tb same laws ar la practice.
