ANOTHER UPRISING IN KOREA.

St, Petersburg, May 20.—~The
douma is going steadily ahead in
the development of the plans of
its leaders to force upon the au-
thoritics recognition of its pre-
rogatives and powers and bring
the government under its control,
By unanimous vote it decided to-
day to intevpellaie  government
on the subject of telegrams at-
tacking the douma, which are
printed frequently in the official
Messenger the organ of the gov-
ernment, It has  been freely
charged that the telegrams were
inspived by members of the bu-
reaueracy and from official quar-
ters, so the decision of tl e ques
tion by the government in the
matter is significant,

St, Petersburg, May 29.—The pes-
simism over the outlook continues to
grow. ‘The governmert, as usual in
every crisis, seems to be hesitating as
to which course to pursue.

Two plans for extricating the gove
ernment without meeting the direot
issue are suggested by the emperor's
moderate advisers. One Is simply to
allow the lower house to talk until
the end of June, when the summer va-
cation will be scheduled. The other
is to dissolve parllament and order a
new elcction,

A correspondent talked with & num-
ber of landlords from various parts of
the country, who declare that the peas-
ants are frantically attached to parlia-
ment and that between the dictum of
the emperor and of pariiament they
will obey the authority of the latter.
The revolutionary leaders and the pro-
letariat organizations of the cities
are sure to profit by the deadlock, and
2 terroristic campaign Is already in
full swing.

Witte Goes Abroad,

Count Witte and his wife have gone
abroad. After a visit to their daugh-
ter at Brussels they intend to take the
baths in Germany. The count spoke in
an exceedingly pessimistic vein to
friends before he left St. Petersburg.

Sustains Hungary.

Bada Pest, May 29.-—The emperor-
king has empowered the Hungarian
government to present the common
customs tariff before the Hungarian
parliament as an autononmous Hun-
garian taviff. It is identically the
same tariff under a mew name, and is
presented to parliament in order to
satisfy Hungary, which maintains that
she has the right to an Independent
customs area. The Austrian govern-
ment bitterly opposed the concession,
demanding that the tariff should come
in force as a general customs tariff
for both countries,

Uprising in Korea,

‘Tokio May 29.-—Another incipient
revolt has been started lu Korea, this
time in Hongju, where several hun-
dred rebels have apparently seized
and are holding the town. Hongju Is
protected by strong walls and It wil!
be impossible to take it without ar-
tillery. At the request of the Koreans
the Japanese have dispatched a forees
to cope with the uprising which is re-
ported to be the most serious thus far
started.
