I believe
that reflecting a reality is a greater
art than either reproducing or ex-
aggerating it, 1 do not believe in
adding to the text of Shakespeare,
but I do believe in eliminating all
that is irrevelant to the action of a
play or the modern methods of what
I may term the natural solution of a
problem-—for dialogue acceplable to
the conditions of 200 years ago
would appear salacious today.
