Robertson, veteran sol-
dier, Civil war officer, leading law-
ver, historlan and a man foremost
In the ranks of citizenship, dled
shortly before midnight, August 24,
after an lliness of several weeks, at
Fort Wayne, Tnd.

Col. Robertson was a native of
New York. He was born at North
Argyle April 16, 1839, He came rrom
a_ distinguithed lineage. His grana-
father, Robert Robertson, was horn
in Scotland in 1756 and came from
Kinrossshire in the latter part of the
eighteenth century and settled In
Washington county, New York. His
son, Nicholas Robertson, the father
of Col. Robertson, was Yorn in North
Argyle May 12, 1803, and was for
many years a justice of the peace and
postmasier in the New York town.

He wax an officer in the Civil war
and won several promotions for gal-
lantry. He was wounded.

During the two years following
the war, Col. Robertson engaged in
the practice of law at Washington,
D. . C.

While living there he was marrieq
on July 19, 1865, at Whitehall, N.
Y.. to Elizabeth H. Miller, whose
grandfather, Alexander Robertson,
came to America from RBlair Athol,
Scotland, in 1804 Five children
were born to the union, all of whom
are living.

The residence of Col. Robertson in
Fort Wayne began in 1866, His abil-
ity and devotion to the cause of the

In 1871 he was appointed regis-
bankruptey and United States
commissioner.
