The council well to
consider plans for extending the
sewer system long in advance, as by
this means all dangers of defective
work by reason haste,
complications resulting from insuffi-
cient investigation and unnecessary
expenses attached accepting the
best means available in a contingen-
ey are thus avolded.

in ten annual installments, covering
the prinecipal and Intereit of the
bonds. The plan should appeal to all
citizens as fair and just, relieving
the small property owner of the bur-
den of the assessment, without cost-
ing the eity gpnything fn the long
run, Public {mprovements should be
made In such a manner, when possi-
hle, as to encourage the poor man to
sequire property, rather than te Jdis-
courage him by heaping on him bur-
den beyond his capacity to bear,
