Yeiterday at 5 oclock when his life

the facts it had a marked effect on
him Ho grew suddenly worse and at
930 oclock expired probably from
tho effects of the shock

He was born June 3 1886 at
Eddjvlllo time son of Dr Reuben
Bush He was one of ten children
and received an education at Bethle
hem college In that county Ho stud
led law under Judge Vlley P Fow
