and those on the lower floors quickly
moved out of tho building But when
the panic stricken little ones In the
upper rooms attempted to make their
way to the stairway the door became
Jammed and few were able to extri-
cate themselves and they perished al

Various Statements
Various and unconfirmed state-

ments

are made as to the causo of
the fire and also that tho doors had
been locked ut the front entrance
while but one door of thp rearTentr >

was unfastened The Janitor Fritz
Herter himself bereavq r three
children says tho doors wero open
according to custom At any rate the
congestion of fleeing children In thb
hallway below effectually barred tho
way and tho little ones went to their
death totally unable to evade the
flames

Within three hours after the start
of tho lire It had burned Itself out
and the work of recovering the bodies
proceeded

Was OvercrowiUil
The school was II two story and

attic brick building and so overcrowd
ed with pupils that It was necessary
to utilize time attic for some of the
ages of six to eight Nearly all of the
children were kilted In n mass at tho
first floor door which finally was
opened by mot from the Lake Shore
railway shops who hurried to tho
scene A wall of flame had formed
across and most of the children were
dead by the time the doors swung
open

Janitor Tells Story
Janitor illerter told of discovering

tho fire turning In an alarm and then
rat to open tho front and rear doors
Ho said I cannot remember what
happened next except that I saw
flames shooting all about and chll ¬

dren running down through them
screaming I saw little Helen among
them I tried to pull her out but the
names drove me back I had to leave
my little child to die

Was Badly Burned
iHerter was badly burned about time

head
Mss Catherine Weller one of the

teachers lost her life In a vain effort
to marshal tho pupils other class and
lead them to safety She marched
the little ones Into the hall on the
second floor In good order but as
soon as they saw the smoke the chll
dren became panic stricken and in
their frenzy plunged Into a struggling
mass ahead of them Miss Weller at¬

tempted to stem the rush but went
down under It and her bodywas
found an hour later piled high with
those of her pupils Miss Fish an ¬

other teacher was taken out alive
but cannot live

Rescue Begins
Burning through tho supports of

tho first floor the flames passed up ¬

ward and all three floors crashed Into
a smoldering pile In the basement
The work of rescuing the bodies lui

mediately begun by firemen and rail
road employes from the Lake Shore
shops

Kallrond Lends HulldliiK
The railroad company turned over

one of Its buildings nearby to be used
as a temporary morgue and thither
the charred and broken little bodie
were removed as fast as they could
be dug from tho ruins Within a few

recoveredflcatlons were made only by mean
of clothing or trinkets The fire had
swept away nearly all resemblance to
human features In a majority of In
stances Distracted parents soon be-
gan to gather and the work of Identl
flcatlon of the blackened and mangled
corpses began

Jrcwsonu Tusk
The grewsome task of taking oui

tho blackened corpses and bits ol
human remains was one of horror
A line of rescuers was soon formed
backed by half a dozen ambulances
As tho bodies were untangled from
the debris they were passed along to
stretchers and thence loaded Into tho
ambulances Mercifully covered with
blankets the pitiful sights were velc
from the crowd massed about the en ¬

trance to the structure As fast as aawayto
diately by another

Heartrending Scenes
Sights of the human charnel house

caused the men delving1 Into the mass
of burned flesh to hesitate but thequickly ¬

At the morgue scenes became tour
fold In intensity of human suffering

Six more suits for back taxes on
12250000 have been filed against
tobacco dealers In this city The com ¬

panies sued are ttho Western District
Warehouse company W T Grant
company the English buyers MI M
Tucker company Independent dea
ers Stahl company Italian buyers
B J ODrlen company and the
American Snuff company

The suits were all brought by Magic
rate C W Emery auditors agent

for this county
The revenue agent claims that the

western District company should pay
taxes on 50000 worth of tobacco
stored with it In the years 1904 190C
190G and 1907 making a total or
200000Grant

compdny are sued for
taxes on 50000 worth of tobacco
handled In 1907

S tali company are sued for taxes
on 100000 for the years 1904 and
1905 150000 In 190G and 350
000 In 1907 making a total of 700
000

MI Mr Tucker company are sued
for the taxes on 5000 worth of to-

bacco handled during the years 1905
and 190C and 100000 for 1907
making a total of 200000

E J ODrlen Is sued on 50000
worth of tobacco owned during tho
years 190C and 1907

The American Snuff company
whlchl ihe largesf dealer Involved
Is sued for the taxes on 500000
worth of tobacco owned during tho
years 190C and 1907

It is understood that the foreign
buyers will contend thiit they handlo
tobacco only In transit and should not
be required tg pay taxes

The sheriff has not been able to
servo summons on the American To ¬

bacco company In the suit brought by
State Revenue Agent A E Hopkins
of Louisville to collect tuxes on 3
500000 worth of property owned by
that company during time past five

cOllnlyUllnk
made in filing the suits here as tho
American has never bought tobacco
at this market except possibly through
an occasional order given brokers
The tobacco grown In this district Is
not suited to the manufacture of to ¬

bacco for domestic consumption but
the demand for It Is mainly by the
foreign buyer as tho tobacco grown
In the Black Patch Is tho test for
export trade being of a fibre that will
stand tho long voyage across the
ocean without damage
