a Tax Levy

MAYI USK CITY HIGH SptlOOL

County Superintendent of Schools
S J Bllllngton and the trustees and
teachers who called at his office today
are much Interested tn the hUh which
passed tho legislature and Is now be ¬

fore the governor changing tho school
trustee system and provldlnga county
high school

Mr nilllngton lies worked for the
passage of a measure to give county
school children advantage of a free
High school education ever since he
brgan his term of office and Is much
gratified that tho measure Is about to
become a law

Under the provisions of the new act
one trustee 4s elected from each dls
trlctt who has u seat on a divisional
board tho county being divided into
four six or eight divisions Tim trus ¬

tees of each division elect a chairman
who becomes a member of the county
board Tho divisional board elects
teachers for the districts under its su ¬

pervision while tho county board acts
with the county superintendent in
ordering new districts created new
buildings etc The members of the
county board get 3 for each day they
are In session but cannot charge for
more than eight days la one year

The county board is to report to
tho fiscal court the amount of money
needed for school purposes and the
court must levy a tax not exceeding
20 cents on the 10V worth of prop ¬

ertyA
High school must be provided In

each county but thd board may make
arrangements with the trustees In the
cities or towns having hUgh schools
to allow the country puijllfi to attend
the school at the expense of the coun-
ty

As soon as the bill becojneo a law
I Intend to begin an aggressive cam ¬

paign to have the patrons of each dis-

trict
¬

select their trustees and shall
use every effort to get the many ben ¬

efits of the law for MqCracken county
the first fiscal year said Professor
nillington I believe the plan of
levying a general fund with which
school houses may be built will bo
the meAns of providing better houses
and better facilities generally than
has ever before been known as the
money will not come entirely from
tho pockets of the taxpayers In the
district In which tho houses are built
as heretofore and It will give the
poorer districts bettor advantages
