Now York Oct 17Mrs JetI
forsou Davis died at 1027 oclock
last night Her death was duo to
pneumonia Induced by a severe cold
which Mrs Davis contracted upon

her return from the Adirondacks
wboro tho had spent the summer

Although grave fears were felt
from the first Mrs Davis wonderful
vitality which brought her through
a similar attack a year ago gave
hope of ultimate recovery until last J

night when a decided change for
tho worse took place

She rallied slightly early ester
day morning but about 8oclock
lapsed Into a stale of coma A period
of unconsciousness continued to tho
end
