JEFFERSON DAVIS,

Jefferson Davis, soldier and states-

man, was born near Fairview, in
what i« now Todd ocounty, Ky, in
1808. He was gradoated at West

Point in 1828 and served in several
Indian wars. In 1835 he married the
danghter of Zachary Taylor, nvar
Louisvillo, and removed to Mississipl
He was distinguished for valor in the
Mexioan war, notably as s major at
Buena Vista. From 1847 to 1850 he
was 8 United States senator of Missis-
sippl, aud from 1853 to 1857 secretary

of war. He was again sont to the
sennto in 1857, but resigned his seat
in 1861 and was elected president of

the Confoderacy. He held that place
until the collapse of the Bouthern
canse, although there was great op-
position to him in the Confederacy
He was imprisoned two years in
Fortress Monroe, aud afterward tried
for treason. In 1868 President John-
son pardoned him. The last years of
his life were spent in Mississippi.

GEORGE D. PRENTICE

Goorge D, Prontioe, poet snd editor,
was born in  Preston, Conn,, on De-
comber 18, 1502, and died in Louis-
ville January 22, 1870. Before the
age of fifteen he was principal of a
public He was graduated
in 1823, studied law, and was admit.
tedd to the bar in 1529, but never prac-
ticed. In 1825 he was the editor of the
Counectiont Mirror, and in 1828 took
charge of the Noew England Weekly
Review, Two years lator he removed
to Louisville. In 1851 he became
wditor of the Louniaville Journal, which
he made the principal adyocate of
e Whig party, and won a reputation
for politieal ability, wit and satire.

he moved to K entucky, speedily be-
coming the natural leader of the
pioneers against tho Indians. His

campaigus against the Indians and
British in Kentuoky, Indiana and Ill{-
nois, and his capture of Kaskaskia and
Vincennes, rank among tho greatest
of our military operations in the west,
Exvept for the poverty of equipment
it is probable that bhe would have
added the capture of Detroit to his
schiovements. He flrst visited the
present site  of Louisville in
while en route to Kaskaskia, and he
erectad blockhouses and planted oorn
on an island opposite where this ocity
now stands. Henoe the name of Corn
Island. He took his foroes over the
falls daring an eclipse of the sun on
June 24, 1778, His last extensive
campaign was directed against the
Mismi Indians in Ohlo in 1782. His
declining years were spent in louely
bachelorhood and poverty. He lived
for awhile in & hut on Corn Island,
Lator his sister took him to her
home at Locust Grove, near this oity
His grave, unmarked save for a small
stone bearing his initials, is in Cave
Hill cometery.
