pally on pigeons and tbat they will
not remain on a human being longer

a than a few minutes They sick feath ¬

t ers to live in and ho thinks tho pigeons
are rosponilblo for tho presence of tho
bugs in the building Tbo pigeons stay
in the attlo of tho building in largo
numbers

One pigeon was killed by the strong
fumes yesterday and several mice and
insects were found dead on tho second
floor of tho buildingI It is thought
that today wilt bo sufficient to kilt all
tho bugs and tomorrow school will be

ed for barley and for that reason will
not be touched by speculators

to remember this and that the only
way to Ret relief from low prices is by
reducing the crop

Tho wound is one of those which do
not kill quickly but usually end
fatally Walters was able to sit up
two days after the shooting but later
In the week began to show signs of
weakness anti threatening symptoms

The damage to tho house will amount
to considerable It was being built by
Mr Baumer the dairyman

At the Paducah wagon works at
Second and Washington streets the
roof was blown off rafters and all
While the rain was almost a cloud ¬

burst there was apparently not ranch
wind Yot something caught tho
roof on tho big building and ripped it
off in a jiffy piling a largo part of it
off into the middle of the street ani
breaking several telephone wires

Several men were working in the
second story of the building but they
all escaped unhurt Tho Paducah
Wagon company was only recently or
ganized and was formerly Hansan
and Stegar The company owns the
big two story building it occupies
The damago is estimated at about

250 fully half tho roof being en ¬

timely off and blown away
The only other damage in that

neighborhood was at the Isoman
wagon yard where a skylight was
blown off
