There ii a burnt district with black
brick walls and chimneys of frame
buildings of a mile and an oighthit
length and from four to five blocks

oral bonny
In this burned district there wera

about 05 business houses in ruins and
about sixty handsome dwellings in
ashes Several thousand men are opt
of employment and about a thousand
are homeless rt

From a mOlt careful investigation
there is shown to bo about a million
dollars insurance on tho property
The stock of several of tho largest
concerns was knpwn to be worth from
76 to eighty thousand dollars and
about 60 per cent insurance was car-

ried on these stocks
