ORUSHING DEFEAT FOR''ANTIS"

Lounisville, Ky., June 9—Governor
J. 0. W. Beckham and the adminis-
tration faction completely routed the
Blackburn-McOreary-Kehoe  opposi-
tion and defeated them in avery detail
in the Democratic state convention.

Governor Beckham was elected tem-
porary chairman over Frank Peake,
the anti-machine candidate, by a vote
of 817 to 822, and with the assistance
of bis majority the delegates organ-
ized the convention, framed all the
resolutions, diotated the policies,
named the off.cers and committees and
completely dominated the assembly.

Senators  Blackburn, MoCreary,
Gevernor Beckham and Congressman
Ollie James were clected by aoclama-
tion to be delegates-at-lsrge to the na-
tional convention.

At the very end of the convention
the matter of {nstructing or not in-
straoting the delegation to the na-
tional convention was brought before
the consideration of the delegates.

The committes on resolutions, head-
od by Senstor MoCreary, reported
Against instructions.

Judge John M. Lassing, of the
Sixth district, offered » resolution in
smendment that she convention rocom-
mend, not instruct, for Parker for
the nomination.

Oongressman Sherley championed
Laseing’s resolution.

Then arose a tremendous how! from
A great majority of the delegates.

The plea of Sherley for instructions
was howled down. The sentiment
was preponderating. The cohance for
instructing for Parker was nil. The
convention was more inclined to in-
stroot for MoOlellan, although the
prevailing spirit was that the delega-
tion should use its own best judgment
which was ordered.

The fight against the administration
was led by BSenator J. O, S. Black-
bara, assisted by Senator MoCreary
and Congressman Hoke 8mith. When
the ronvention opened State Chairman
Allie Yonng made a speech in which
he attacked the methods of the admin-
istration's workers, bot disolaimed
any personal animosity toward Gov-
erpor Beckham. At the clove of Chair-
man Young's speech Ooungressman
Ollie James, aoting for the adminis-
tration men, placed Governor Beck-
bam in nomination for temporary
chairman.

Congresaman James' speech was the
fereranner of an enthusiastic recep-
tion given United BStates Senator
Blackbuorn when be took the floor to
nominate Judge Peake as the candi.
date of the anti-administration men
for temporary ohairman. Senator
Blackburn made a remarkable specch.
Disclaiming any idea of making war
on individuals, he yet asserted that
the Demooratio party in Keuotucky
was falling into the grasp of a ma-
chine and out of control of the voters.
He declared that he and his associates
would contest to the last the effort of
the admiristration men to elect Lewis
McQuown chairman of the state cen-
tral committee.

The resolutions condemn ‘‘the un.
necessary and unjust system of federal
taxation maintained by the Republi-
oan administration, and demand a
revision of the tarift in a conservative
spirit. The increase of expenditures
of the federal government under Re-
publican rule is condemned and the
epcronochments by the president upon
the constitution are denounced.

The resclutions further favor the
regulation of trusts and recommend a
thorough investigation of all federal
departments on the ground that the
refusal of the Republicans to permit
further lnm of the postoflice

ORGAN DESTROYED

More Violence in Colorado Last

A Pitched Battle Fought Yesterday
Afternoon and One Union
Miner Killed.

A FEW MORE OFFICIALS RESIGN

Vietor, Oolo., June 9—The office of
the Viotor Record, organ of the West-
ern Federation of miners, was wrecked
last night by eight masked men armed
with gans and sledge hammers. The
employes were ordered to throw up
their hands, and the intruders pro-
ceeded to wreck two linotypes and
several job presses, all the equipment

of the office. They then marched the
employes out and ordered them to
leave town.

ONE MINER KILLED.

A pitched battle between the mili-
tary and union miners was fought at
Dannville, the new mining camp thir.
tecn miles out of Victor, shortly after
4 o'clook yesterday afternoon.

John QOarley, & union miner, was
killed.

The troops returned to Victor with
fourteen oaptives.

It was reported before the special
train left Viotor for Dunnville, bear-
ing the force under General Bell, that
the miners in the hills, about Duba-
ville numbered about 250 men and
that it was their intention to ma®ch
into Viotor in & body and attempt to
liberate by force the inmates of the
temporary bull pen at Victor,  "The
foroe aotually consisted of but 21 meD,
s the statement of oné of the nitiia
thut was taken captive.

The train proceeded to the imme-
diate vicinity of Dunnville withoat
unusuoal inoident. The officers emerged
from the out and were greeted with a
volley of shots. Depaties returned the
fire to the best advantage poseible and
‘promiscuous shooting wae engaged in
for a period of ten minutes.

General Bell recognized that the
strength 8f the miners had been over-
etimated and divided the deputies and
soldiers into seven detachments and
these set out to make a complete
oleanup of all the surroundings hills,
Ten wera taken prisoners, several bs-
ing released luter.

MORE OFFICIALS RESIGN,

Three more Victor rity officials
bave been foroed to resign. They are:
Justice of the Peace Thomas and Al
dermen Murphy and Tobin.

Police Magistrate Michael Gibbons,
who refused to resign, was made a
prisoner at Viotor military armory.

Frank J. Hangs, leading attorney
of the Western Federation of Miners,
bas been warned to leave,

In all about 200 union members and
sympathizers have been arrestod by
the sheriff and military sinoe Monday,
Twenty-eight of these have already
been deported. The remainder are
fmprisoned in the jails, Victor Armory
and the Oripple Oreek Mining Ex-
change hall under military guard.

In addition to the unearthing of
about thirty group photographs of
non-union workmen at various mines,
it is alleged that in the office of Alt-
man Union were found quantities of
eleotrical fuses and batteries.

Talk of lynohing or violence has
subsided to a degree.

DOUBLE TRACKS
FOR BROADWAY

The Street Car Co., Makes Good
Proposition.

Offors to Widen the Strects and Pay
For the Ground—Will Also Put
Up Iron Poles.

THE BOARD OF PUBLIO WORKS

The board of public works met last
night and remained in session until
after 11 o'olock. Muach routine work
was performed, all reports from Street
Roller Firaman Buck Roberts, Oity
Engineer L. A. Washington and Street
Foreman Jim Eaker being oarefully
read, and the expenses of the city in
the different departments carefully
andited.

The most important matter brought
before the board last night came in
the way of a propesition from the Pa-
ducah Oity Railway Co. which wants
to widen Broadway from Fifth street
out as far as the brick street improve-
ments go, to Ninth street, and double
track.

The communication was received
and filed but po action taken. It will
be taken up the next meeting and
probably something done with it.

The plan of the street ocar people
outlined to the Son this morning by
General Manager Q. O. Wallace, is
to cat off two and a half feet from
ench pavement and widen the street
five feet. This will enable the com-
pany to double track, make a prettier
street and greatly dd to the facilities
of the company and prepare for the
time when Paduocah becomes a large
city.

Mr. Wallace stated that his proposi-
tion carried with it an agreement on
the part of the street oar company to
pay for the extra five feet. This will
wean an expenditure of much money
and in no way will the city have to
lh'nd any expense of the extra five
feet of street bailt.

This will cut out the pavements
down from 12 to nine and a half feet
which is said to be wide enough, as
many cities of 100,000 inhabitants
bave only nine and a halt feet pave-
ment. The company will eventoally
double track to Wallaoce park, Mr.
Wallace stated, and he hopes that it
will some time be possible that Broad-
way is again reconstructed from Fifth
to the river front, the company will
be able to put in double track to the
river.

The board did not take wup many
matters last night becaunse the solici-
tor was not up with the work. One
ordinance they are anxious to get
throogh is that preventing the sweep-
ing of trash onto the brick streets,
and also one requiring pipes drained
into the sanitary or storm water sew-
erage, and all pipes along streets to
be reconstracted relaid.

The trash ordinance was ordered
many woeks ago, but has ever yet
been drawn.

It is not gonerally known that all
ordinances relative to public improve-
ments now have to pass through the
nands of the board of public works
and be approved by them.

. The board has decided on an ordi-
pance to put wiree underground
wherever streets are reconstruoged,
and thinks it will do muoh towards
abating the pole nuisance. The street
oar company has already signified a
willingneess to place in fron poles along
reconstructed streets having street car
lines and also wherover now poles are
hereafter necessary.

The iron poles are not only less un-
attraotive,but it requires but there of
them to a block.

The board 18 now investigating the
matter of sanitation, and desires to
stop the draining of water from bath
tubs and kitchen sinks into the gut-
ters in the sewerage district. In some
places conditions are described as be-
ing fearfuol. The board recently went
to one property owner in the heoari of

the city and gave him his choice of
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slong this line in the near future.
