“Inall Jack was suffering from
nine wounds, but excepting the one
that penetrated the kidneys, nome of
them would have born fatal Ed's
terrible sufferings were caused by a
bullet wound that struck him on the
left breast about one inch and & half
to the rignt of the nipple and passed
down between the fourth and fifth
ribs to the left of the heart and
throngh the lung. This wound was
made by Ed himeelf. The powder
marks are visible on the skin, Death
was oaused by homorrhages and the
man suffered antold agony to the last
breath. Another wound found on his
body was on the same side, about an
inch from the left nipple, but the bul.
let strack the fourth rib, passed under
the skin and did no damage. Both
bullets found in EA were 82-calibre,
and in the opinion of the doctors who
held the antopsy there is nodoubt that
he killed himeelf."
