Ou tho night ot Apiil 22 Winston
went to tho homo of his .mistress,
Yiua Stiibblclleld, a notorious Deg
ress, living in Dunuoi's niley, nud
finding her absent went to sleep on
her bed. Shortly utter midnight the
woman returned lo the houso aud
awoke him by striking a match
Winston asked her for n cigarette.
She replied that sho did not have ono
and ho becamo angered. Thoy quar-
relled a few minutes aud then, with-

out a word of warning. Win3ton, in
a manner true to his namesake, the
devil, drew a kulfo.and stabbed the
woman iu full view of Kd Morton,
Isndoro Heuon and a woman named
Kay. After stahblug tho woman he
throw her bloody body on tho bed
from which ho had just arisen and
slashed r In a duzeu diircreut
places, cutting arteries with every
blow of the knife. After finishing
Ids hellish work Winston took his va-

lise, which was being iu tho room,
nu I walked out, shouting words of
defiance at the astounded witnesses to
tho horrible butchery.
