New York, Jan. 11. (Post-Dispatc- h

And so do all tho
others when discussion developed the
fact that real autonomy would bo a
rebel victory, and that, therefore,
really, home-rul- e would be ruled by
its Cuban victors,

The Spanish properly owners of
Cuba would rather lie ruled even by
the United States than by the tradi-
tional enemies, whose hatred and wish
for vengeanco have been embittered
by the cruelties of Weyler and by
inability of the present government
to remedy the wroni;,

'(ho yoluuteeis hac not yet taken
part in the Spanish
demonstrations. When tho volun.
teers do riot, nrobablv about tho
lime aiitonomif.al eloctions are to he
attempted, when they will vote as an
armed political party, then Ameri-
cans will bo iu great danger.
