OTHER Pukbs OF THE LEGISLATURE.

Frankfort, Ky., March 1. Tho
Senate today sustained tho governor's
elo of thu McCliord Kallroad bill

by fulling togivu it the constitutional
uialorily when it comes up for pass-
age. Thus the bill is killed. The
democratic caucus had been held only
an hour before the vote was taken
but it was impossible to whip all tho
democrntie members into line. This
was one of the most
measures before the legislature.

STATE LEGISLATION- -

Fraukfort, Ky., March 1. In the
House yesterday Mr. Charlton intro-
duced and had adopted a resolution
providing for the llrlng of 100 guns
today in celebration of tho centennial
of the Irish revolution,

Tho committee On classillcation of
cities and towns had the iloor and
proceeded to report many of the

bills In its hands. One of
these, taking Madisonvillc out of the
li f tit and placing it in the foutth
class was passed.

The funniest occasion of the house
session was when a committee leport-c- d

adversely Nov. "Anso" Hatfield's
bill putting n bounty on the ecajps of
wolves, wildcats, foxes, etc. Kcv.
Hatfield was on his feet describing
the condition of things in Pike coun-
ty in tnii'5 snd words that set the
hoii'c afire. The man who offered
to recommit it to the committee on
rnllp'sd bccu It referred to
"scalping" business was hissed
down. When Rev. Hatfield told how
much it would ruin him to return to
Piko county without getting this bill
through, the house stampeded to him
and the bill was advanced to its sec-oi- ul

reading reading by a unauimous
voto, the report of the committee
to the contrary notwithstanding.

The house bill, appropriating
(5,000 for improvements al the local
penitentiary was passed.

Friends of the Prison bill say that
the mtasuie will pass both houses
over the veto before noon Saturday.

The house took up and forced
through the senate bill gerrymander-
ing the Third and ."seventh appellate
court! districts. ' Us friends fear that
it is going to reach the governor only
in time to be killed.

In the house a confession of defeat
of Chinn's pure food bill was made
by a favorable report of Fra.icr's
less radical measure that has already
passed the senate.

Tho house at the afternoon session
took up Tracy's bill pioviding for
stenographers in circuit courts in
cities of second class. It was killed
by a decisive majority.

The bill allowing Mrs. Moilic U.
Hcnnctt, widow of the late Judgo
Caswell lieunctt, of tho court of ap-

peals, the salary he would have
drawn from tho date of his death to
the tpialillcution of his successor,
$1,400 in all, passed aud goes to the
governor.

Tho Smith anti-gol- d contract bill,
which is a duplicate of the liryan
law In Nebraska making void all con-

tracts payable in gold, also passed.

aster could not ossibly have been
due to an accident.

SPANIARDS GREATLY EXCITED.

Over the Presence of Amcricn Ships
at Hong Kong.

Madrid, March 4. The public is
much excited over the report of tho
presence of a equmlrou of United
States warships at Hong Kong, ns it
is presumed the vessels intended to
threaten Manila, the central capital
of the Philippine Islands, in the event
of war between the United States and
Spain. The Imparcial in the article
headed "lo Manila to New ork'
quotes au unnamed lilgli personage
and scouts the idea of an imminent
rupture and saysi

"The presence of the warships at
Hong Kong is only Washington's
policy with the iew of coulenling
tho jingoes."

The "high personage" is said to
have added :

"Hut America has not so many
warships ns to warrant suoli bold
action. If the Yaukecs go to the
Philippines the Spaniards will go to
New York."
