"Well, as soon us ho had ecrved his
year he came home, and the very first
Sunday he went to church and took
advantage of a pause in the excrciso
to bogin one of his vociferous prayers.
The preacher immediately objected
and said that the congregation had no
di'5 iro to welcome him back into tho
fold until he had passed through a
certain period of penitence and pro-
bation. He had just returned from
state's prison, where ho had served a
term for stealing meat, and it would
bo more becoming of him to humblo
himself and keep in the background.

"Instead of ndopting the humblo
and penitent attitude, Joe stood up
and declared himself. He claimed
that hehad n right to 'rassle in prayeh'
at any time and at arty place.

Till: IIKlllTS OK CHILDUKN.

Wu have, from time to time, dis-

cussed the rights of the race, but
nothing has been said of the rights
of the best half of the race, that is,
of the children.

Alternately, we caress and scold
them ; we spoil them and tyrannize
over them ; we deny them the sim-

plest things, and then shower bless-

ings upon them. We neglect the
first laws of health among them, and
then subscribe money for hospitals,
kindergartens and orphans' homes.

Fortunately for us grown folks,
children are tender of heart, cherish
no malice and soon forget n week of
neglect or some grievous oulrsge, In
enjoyment of a birthday party, or in
tho anticipation of a Christmas tree

But f they could reason about this
form of government in the family, if
smarting under some sense of wrong
thoy could put into ono indictment
all their charges against their best
friends, even some of us who think
we are the best of parents would be
startled.

A child's life is one of alternate
wretchedness and happiness. It
goes from one extreme to another.
Any disappointment seems to it to
cast a perpetual shadow over life, for
experience has not taught it to hope.
Any kindness makes it forget for the
time past trouble, but it has left its
mark on the character. A condition
that changes from chills to fever is
not a healthy one, and pcopb who
have attempted to rear children along
these lines will fail as sure as they
live.

One fact is that neither the law of
the home nor the law of the land rec-

ognizes the child as an individual,
and is therefore, in many instances,
denied the rights of individuals. We
think of children as incidents in life ;

as valved possessions, perhaps, as in-

teresting toys made for the amuse-
ments of an idle hour, to shut up and
put to bed when we take up the
serious ilutics or the engrossing
pleasures of life. That is the position
of a child at best.

Now, picture it at the worst, sub-
jected to the whims and caprices of

manhood or womanhood,
liing in abject subjection ton tyrant
of a household, who has never been
taught l; who knows no
law except his own desire, exercising
it at every fierce impulse of bis pas-
sion ; whose tyranny sometimes be-

comes almost unbearable to wife and
child, and in many cases to neigh-
bors and community. The wife can
appeal to the courts for protection ;
the child can only ihrow itself upon
the tender mercies of the world, and
go wandering, it knows not where,
seeking that love and comfort that is
denied it at home.

That this last condition is not an
uncommon one the lecords of the
police court, the divorce courts, and
the number of waifs that year by year
drift into the streets, from there to
the gallows and the pen ; but for it
there seems no lemedy. The law
cannot break through the silence that
is supposed to surroend these houses,
and as a result no appeal for justice
to the children can rach such hearts.
Hut, outside of these houses, among
men and women who are fond and
affectionate, but at the same time
thoughtless and careless, there are
many children who need the consid
eration wo give not only to dumb an- -

animals but to individuals, who have
thoughts, feelings, hopes and desires
which we cannot afford to outrage as
we do those of our children daily.

There aro children in this city,
colored children, that are dogged and
driven worse than brutes. Hundreds
never know what it is to sit at a table
while eating, or cat with knife and
fork. Hundreds never know what it
is to be neat in their person, or polite
in their manners. Hundreds never
know what it is to keep clean or to
appreciate the cleanliness of others.
Hundreds never know the nobility of
Tiorkond hundreds never know what
it is to rest from work. We have in
mind a child that is day in and day
out compelled to do the work of a
grown person, Sunday included, and
thus these children, with the brutish,
sloven aud almost inhuman habits
gathered from their parents,
go through tho world sowing the
seeds cf vice and immorality.

We hope our people will look more
to the interests of their children.
Consider the children not as lilies of
tho field, who toil and spin not, but
as human beings in whom each day
deepens within a senso of justice and
a desire merely for fair play.
