THE EVENING PRESS.

The present war seems to be con-

ducted in the interest of the after
noon papers ; either that or the after
noon papers are tho best news gath
erers. Whatever the cause is the
fact remains that the morning papers
have been publishing second hand
news ever since our relations with
Spain becamo warlike. To such an
extent has this been the case, that it
has been with genuino pleasure that
the evening press has noted the ap-

pearance of one or two really fresh
important items in the morning pa-
pers. Not 'that the evening papers
do notwish to give all the news first,
hnl simply as a solace to keep the
morning papers from suspending
publication as such, and becoming
evening papers.

But what is true in war times is
true at all other times in this matter.
1 he evening papers have always had
the news of the day first. Just as
events happen in this city so they
happen throughout the world.
About the only items that a morning
paper in this city could get that the
evening papers do not have the day
before, are the proceedings of the
council which meets once in two
weeks aud West Court street items
Ninety per cent, of the events of the
world happen in the day time and
appear first in the afternoon papers.

In times of peace this marked su-

periority of the evening papers is not
so greatly noticed as in days like
these, when everybody reads the pa-

pers and especially the evening pa-

pers. This superiority of the evening
papers in the freshness of their news
and more general popularity is not
truo alone of Paclucah, but has long
been recognized iu other cities.

SPAIN'S FRIEND.

It is evident that Spain has one
sympathizer who is willing to extent
material aid. In view of the develop-

ments of the past few days the course
of France calls for the most careful
watching. It Is now evident that the
French steamor Lafayette which, was

captured recently while attempting to
run tne blockaue at Havana was
loaded with French aud German gun-
ners aud with supplies and con-

traband ,of war for the Spaniards.
The older sent from Washington to
release the Lafayette, was undoubted-
ly issued iu the interest of peace and
with the desire to avoid all foreign
complications Just now; yet many a
brave American seaman may pay
with bh life tlio penalty of allowing
that blockade runner to euter
Havana, for General Ulanco now

has expert French, German ami
Austrian gunuers to man his big
cannon.

Inaddition France has given the
Spanish tleet shelter at Martinique
for several days, and withheld the
cable advices sent to this government
by our representative there. This
actinu may result most disastrously
to this nation, iu that it has deprived
our lleets of their best opportunity to
catch the Spanish fleet. The lime
occupied by the Spanish tleet in coal-

ing at Martinique would have been
sulllceiit fur Admiral Sampson to
come up and force a battle.

Ou the other hand France ii mak-

ing partial reparation by affording
protection to the Harvard now in St.

Pierre, Martinique, disabled. This
proof of friendship is acceptable, but
it must not cause this government to

relax at all In watchfulness.

PASSED.

The Pailuenh Hoys Puss llm

Best Examination of All

Capt. Davis Not Yet

Examined.

The Two ltojocteil Members 'Will

bo' Other
New From tlio Hoys

Officers Alarmed.

The Pftducah company has made
the best record of any company thin
far examined at Lexington. The ex-

amination was held today, and out of
the eighty-fou- r members, eighty
passed, only two failing. Capt.
Davis, who was injured last week,
was not examined, on account of his
condition, but will bo examined
later. He will be out in a day or
two. for t'e two
rejected men will take place tomor-
row.

It Is likely the company will be
mustered into the U. S. army tomor-
row, according to a telegraui received
here today.

The mustering in to tho govern-
ment service has begun at Lexing-
ton. Three companies of the Second
regiment are now enlisted iu the reg-
ular army service of the United
States.

Captain Strother's Winchester
company of 77 men and 3 ofllccrs
had the honor of being the first mus-

tered in. Next came the Covington
company of 78 men and 2 ofllccrs,
followed by Copt. Sweeney's Win-

chester company of the same num-

ber.
The mustering services were con-

ducted by Capt. J. C. nallancc, the
gallant oillcer of the Twenty-secon- d

infantry, who Is in charge here as
commandant. The mustering in will
continue today.

Capt. Wilson's Lexington company
will be taken up first, and any others
that have 77 men who have passed
the examination will take the oath.
All the companies of the Second reg-
iment have been examined. The
Georgetown company was attended
to Saturday.

Many of the companies have not
77 men, tho required for
mustering. Until they secure these
they cannot become United States
troops, and so it is impossible to de-

termine definitely when all of the
Second regiment will be mustered in.

In the meantime the examination
goes merrily on. The surgeons in
charge passed on 398 men and 11 of-

ficers Saturday, accepting 310 of the
men and all but one of the officers.
By Individual companies this was as
follows :

Of the Second regiment: Newport
company, 2 men accepted ; Cynthi-an- a

company 1G men accepted out of
23; Georgetown company CO ac-

cepted out of 74.
Of the Third regiment: Hartford

company G3 accepted out of 81 ;

Madisonville G5 aceepted out of 71 ;

Bowling Green 71 accepted out of
78; Uopkinsville 63 accepted out of
69.

The examination will proceed right
along and it is thought by Tuesday
the Third regiment will be finished.
The First will be begun on immedi-
ately and can be disposed of in a few
days.

Frankfort, Ky., May 14. Col.
T. J. Smith, of the Third regiment,
told his friends here that he would
call a meeting of his officers today,
and they would serve notice if they
were to be turned down, as has been
done in soino instances, they would
resign in n body.

Col. Henry Cohn, on Gov. Brad
ley's staff, has been appointed re
cruiting oillcer at Lexington. Col.
Cohn was here this morning in con-

ference with the governor, anil left
for Louisville on a morning train.

Tho recruiting olUce, under charge
lot Capt. Noel Gaines, has been re
opened here. Games will be com-

missioned in the Second regiment.
The great number of rejections

made has seemed to throw a damper
over local boys, and but two recruits
have enlisted.

Major Saffrans, of the Third regi-

ment, has arrived in Lexington from
Tampa. Fla., where the regular
Tenth Infantry, In which he is a first
lieutenant, is stationed. He ob-

tained an indefinite leave of absence.

Dr. Albert Bernheim, although he
has been in America but a short
time, was the first man in Paducah,
so far as is known, to offer his ser
vices to the government. He re-

ceived a letter thanking him for the
offer, from the navy department of
medicine, on March 31st.

A HALF DAY AT CASH' (OI.l.II It,

Camp Collier is located about a
mile from the business part of Lex-

ington, and is reached by the South
Broadway street car Hue, which runs
past the entrance.

Ou reaching thu grounds one finds
two armed guards at the outer gate,
but strangers have no trouble In paii- -

iug through. On the inside are thu
numerous tents Htretchcd 011 the lawn
occupied by different companies of
the Second regiment. On going
down tho long walk the vNilor cornea
to the inner guards who a:u there uot
to prevent visitors from golu in and
out, but to keep the soldier I om in-si-

who are uot furnished pus-a- s by
their captains.

After passiug these guards the vis-

itor is within the camp ptoper; hero
he finds soldiers, most of them in
civilian dress, lounging around, aud
engaged iu all kinds of spoil, except
when ou duty or drilling.

Company 1, of Paducah, is quar-
tered in a large barn ; thu boy have
straw about a foot deep to sit on,
and all seem to enjoy the novelty of
the situation.

The main room contain a table
about 100 feet long; a No. 8 cook
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stove doing the work forthecompnuy
of 8t.

They had been baking pies nil the
night previous to my visit, and pics
were noticeable ou all sides of
course it being no harm to steal n plo
in time of war.

The boys were looking well, and
the change of climate, diet and water
did not agree with them at first, but
Dr. Boyd says they will feel better
and be better, now that they are used
toil.

The Paducah boys were lucky in
being furnished blankets and etc., be-

fore leaving home. Some companies
there have nothing and consequently
sleep ou the straw with no cover and
uotuing to eat out of. Company I

has a quartette that is faoritc in the
camp. At night the boys come from
all the different parts of thu camp to
hear them sing. Andy Bradley was
scut to the hospital : he hn- - a mild
case of fever. All Uic1kh seem to
be deoted to Capt I)a.s, and he to
the boys. When ho was hurt there
was universal regret on all sides.
It is hoped his injures arc not serious.
It is generally conceded he has the
best drilled company of raw recruits
on the ground ; he certainly Is anx-

ious to fight and we will hear good
reports from Company I under his
leadership.

Dr. Boyd is the busiest man in
camp. He cxamiues all the volun-
teers and when he gets through and
pronounces them all O. K. you can
guarantee that they arc sound from
head to foot. Dr. Boyd won his
appointment on his merit. It certain-
ly was a compliment to him to lie se-

lected from among so many applicants
solely account of superior qualifica-
tion. He is descrvingly proud of his
victory and iu future must be known
ss Major Boyd. The boys in com-

pany 1 arc certaiuly to be congratul-c- d

on having such men as Capt.
Davis and Dr. Boyd to go with tnem
to the front. The wtitcr desires to
thank the olUcers and men of Com-

pany 1 for the many courtesies and
kind treatment received while in
camp.
