THE NATIONAL TELEGrllAPXX LAW.

AX A CT to aid in the construction of Tele-
graph Lines, and to secure to the Govern-
ment the use of the same for Postal, Mili-
tary, and other purposes.
Be it enacted by the Senate and House of

pf the United Stales of America, iaCongress assembled, That any Telegraph com-
pany now organized or which may hereafter
be organised, under the laws of any State in
this Union, shall have the right to construct,
maintain, and operate lines of telegraph
through and over any portion of the public
domain of the United States, over and along
any of the military or post routes of the
United States which have been, or may here-
after be declared such by act of Congress,
and over, under, or across the navigable
waters of the United States: Provided, That
such lines of telegraph shall be so con-
structed and maintained as not to obstruct
the navigation of such streams and waters,
or interfere with the ordinary travel on
such military or post roads. 4nd any of
said companies shall have the right to take
and use from such publio lands the neces-
sary stone, timber, and other materials for
its posts, piers, stations, and other needful
uses in the construction, maintenance, and
operation of said lines of telegraph, and
may pre-em- pt and use such portion of the
unoccupied publio lands subject to pre-empti-

through which its said lines of tele-
grsph may be located as may be necessary
for it stations, not exceeding forty acres for
each station; but such stations shall not be
within fifteen miles of each other.

See. 2. And be it further enacted, That
telegraphic communications between the
several Departments of the Government of
the United States and their officers and
agents shall, in their transmission over the
lines of said companies, have priority over
all other business, and shall be sent at rates
to be annually fixjH by the Postmaiter Gen-
eral. . o

Sec. 3. And be it further enacted, That the
rights and privileges hereby granted shall
not be transferred by any company acting
nnder this act to any corporation, associa-
tion, or person: Provided, however, That the
United States may at any time after the ex-
piration of five years from the dste of the
passage of this act, for postal, military, or
other purposes, purchase all the telegraph
lines, property, and effects of any or all of
said companies at an appraised value, to be
ascertained by five competent, disinterested
persons, two of whom shall be selected by
the Postmaster General of the UniLed States,
two by the company interested, and one by
the four so previously selected.

Sec. 4. And be it further enacted, That
before any Telegraph company shall exer-
cise any of the pofrers or privileges confer-
red by this act, such company shall file their
written acceptance with the Postmaster Gen-
eral of the restrictions and obligations im-
posed by this act.
