fine drifting snow. Thousands lay in the
boat after emerging from the clouds of
midges. The people gathered these in-

of midges in a cake. A kungo cake an
inch thick, and as large as the blue bon
net of a Seoteh plowman, was offered to
us; it was very dark in color, and tasted
not unlike caviare or salted locust.
