The lauds of Fulton and
adjoining counties will compare favorably
with tha lands of any district of country,
and it is to develope them, to bring them
into market, that we should work.

Wc" v ft .'"TTiere men can anord
to pny from $100 to $."00 au acre, and
make money by appropriating it to agri
cultural purposes. In this section good

Demand-- , iu tit m, as in jiM other arti
ties, governs. Our vacant lands uecd to
bo cleared, improved aud cultivated. To
do this we need people a people who

will use the axe, the plow, the loom, and
the anvil. We are convenient and ac- -

LsMb'e to the be.--t markets of the world,
and if we can bring out the rich re-

sources of our landjwe are rich. Work-

ing meu must be encouraged to come
aud live amongst us men who can open
land, raise corn, tobacco, potatoes, beans,
cabbage, turnips, onions, aud other pro-

ducts, ready for the demand at the mar-

kets to which we are accessible. When
we have done this our land will command
from 100 to $300 per acre. This can
be effected in a few years, and it is bound j

to be effected in time. To facilitate this
end we need to encourage schools, col-

leges, churches of all denominations,
public roads, and a good, liberal public
-- pirit generally. Oar people can inaugu-

rate a new era of fortnue to themselves,
if they will. It is people we want
working people and they will dig capi-
tal from our rich lands.

Did it ever occur to you, say3 Com-

modore Maury, when an emigrant come
into the country, to calculate how much
be adds to the national wealth, not by
the money which he brings, but by the
labor which he is able to perform ? For
that labor you will pay him, at the least,
one LundreJ dollars a year. lie, there
fore, represents an industrial capital of
wbii h one hundred dollars a year is the
interest, precisely in the same way, that
a steam engine, by the work which it is

eppable of performing, represents au
capital. The labor, therefore,

of a white man reprsent3 quite as much
industrial capital as the labor of a negro
did before the war, which for an able-bodie- d

man varied from twelve to fifteen

hundred dollars. Taking old and young,
male and female, let us suppose that each
tiiJgrant represents an industrial capital
tit lour liuuured dollars. Ami then we

liiust weigh these eleven millions of ex-

cess of Northern population as the num-

ber of emigrants, which have come into
fnii n try since 17'JQ and settled at the
North ra'her thau at the South. Multiply
that by four hundred and you have up-

wards of four thousand millions of dol-l.ir-

which the North has acquired, not
fr'Tii any superior energy of her people,
but merely by the influx of laborers ond
foreigners abroad.

doo as uicmbct-- of the Ku Klux organi-
zation. 3Ir. Upshaw made a statement
to. them of the relations existing between
himself and his former etjirI"vee, asserf-iu- g

that he owed him nothing and could
establish lhe fact before any impartial
judge. With this the party agreed to
suspend any further action, stating that
they would further investigate the mat-

ter, and if his representation proved un-

true, he had better have the money ready
w hen they returned agaiTT. -

The party, we are told, claimed to be
Kukluxcrs, aud were in the disguise us-

ually ascribed to these phantom horse-

men, and iudulged iu the ghostly, sepul-chura- !

talk in w hich this . ubiquitous
urgamEaUoii is generally represented.
Wedo not believe that the body common-

ly knowu in this couutry as Kukluxers
had anything to do with this act. ' In
various parts of Tennessee-- in upper
Kentucky, and in onr ndjoinlng county
f.f Hickman, bad men, leading 'Radicals,
have been detected marauding arouud in
the night, ami operating under the name
and dl.-gui- se of the Kukluxers, interfer-
ing with the private rights of peaceful,
law abiding citizens, aud time and again
we have teen manifestos published as
cniinating from the mythical and dreaded
eyclops, condemning and denouncing
their acts; and in eouie instances, 'if re-

ports be true, quick and summary' pun-
ishment have been visited upon the per
petrators for using the. name of Kuklux
to cover their deed. Again,, it-i- general- -

ly understood that the Kuklux organiza-
tion was originated, and is being main-

tained for the protection of Southern
people and Southern interest. That its
object and purposes is of a public na-

ture and has nothing to do with the set-

tlement of business" accounts between

private citizens. In the instance . before
us, both of the young Upshaws have of
ever been considered Southern men, born in
and raised in this community, property
owners, and responsible before the law

for their contracts. Especially is this
true of young Hugh Upshaw, who du-

ring the late civil war, made as brave aud

callant a Confederate soldier as ever
wore boots and spurs. For this reason.
we can not think that the real friends of
the South, whether as Kuklux, or under
any other name, would desire or could be

iuduced to interfere with the private
od

rights of such citizens.

The action of armed bodies of nen,
disguised, roving through the country at
niht, assuming to regulate the business
relations of our people, or depredatiug
upon their property, aud the lights of a

private citizens, is severely ceusuraDie.

They arc subver.-iv- e of all law and order,

and the peace, quiet, and security of
society demand that they be dis-

couraged aud discountenanced by all

"ood citizens. In this State our Courts

are established, and in full, unobstructed

operation, presided over by judges elect-

ed from aud by our people. Our laws

are made by legislators of our own

choosing, and when arraigned, we are

guaranteed a fair and impartial trial by

a jury of our peers. All of our officers,

from Coroner to Governor, are of our
own election. We can make no com-

plaint of our laws, or of their fair ad-

ministration. It, therefore, becomes our
people to obey the laws and to aid in

their execution. In some of the upper
counties in this State the depredations of
independent i: regulators'' was carried
to feuch an extent that the people bad to
petition Governor Stevenson, to call

out the militia for their suppression.
This the Governor did, fiually succeed-

ing in breaking them up, but not uutil
Col. Wolfoid, the Adjutant General of j J

the State, had had several fatal little eu

gagemeuts with them.

A very perceptible
shock of an earthquake was felt in this
vicinity Saturday morning last. In the
vicinity of l'aducah and Mayfield the
shock appears to have been more severe.
