His business each
and every year amounts to millions of
dollars, and is eutirely legitimate, idj.'ng
to his own wealth and the common wel
fare of the State. -

operations not 'hat he needs any ueh
notice, but as an example to the youDg
to go and do likewise instead of gointr
into the stores and offices, to avoid soif- -
mg their fingers, with i the notion that
farming is not so genteel and profitable.

To demonstrate how uncalled for and
unjustifiable are the attacks on Gov. Ste-

Safety In 1'lmndrr Storms.

The salett place ia a thunder-stor- is
the interior o' an iron building, or of a

house well provided with lightning rods.
As to what meets the latter condition, it

sutficient to say that the application f
liirhtninir-rod- s is a matter dema" lini;'t..e
exercise of expert knowledge M:d judg-
ment, and intelligent apprehension of the
laws of electricity. Experience has
shown that it is not safe to trust to au
ignorant per-.o- the decision as ti the
quantity nuii location or arrangement of
lightning-rod- s lor any building what-

ever.
Under ordinary circumstance, in n

house without any r:ds, or with rods im
properly adju.-tc-d, the safest position is a
horizontal one, in tho middle of a rtoiu,
upon a leather bed elevated above the
floor.

An iron bedstead, however, furnishes
perfectly safe position, and a wooden

bedstead may be made a safe place of re-

fuse by attaching uicta!i? wires to the
corr-j- r posts, and connecting them all

by oilier, wires miming from one
to the other around the bed. In these
circumstances, a discbarge of lightniug
is provided with an easy path in uuy di-

rection, either vertical or horizontal, and
no iujurv can ensue to a person lying
upon such a bedstead.

Number nine annealed iron wire, or a
smaller copper or brass wire, may i e con-

veniently and effectually used iu this
way ; or strips of sheet-meta- l may be
tacked on.

Nails, bell-wire- s, stove funnels, and
