Mr Lyon
sent on to the House of Kenresmt.-.tiv-

written protest, intcuding to follow it
in person. With that view he reached

towu in Arkansas, where he whs taken
fick. That was the last of Matthew
Lyon ha died in August, 1822, and
the fierce antagonist of the Alien and
Sedition laws was consigned to the shad-
ows of a wild frontier grave.
