A Russian City Swallowed up.
London', January 29. Information

has just reached the city of a terrible
calamity which has overtaken the town
of Shamaka, situated in the Trans Cau-cassi- un

Territory of Asiatic Russia. The
town was visited by a series of violent
shocks of earthquake, following each oth-

er in quick succession; causiug the great-
est consternation and terror among the
inhabitants. A panic seized the people,
aud a general exodus commenced. The
shock continued for some time, culmina-
ting in au explosion, which 'shook the
earth for miles around, involving the
city iu a mass of ruins. Not a building
is left standing. Thousands are believed
to have perished. The calamity causes
a profound sensation throughout Eas
tern Russia.

Shamaka was about sixty miles west
of Rakoo (the old capital seat), and con-

tained not far from twenty thousand
It was famed for its silks,

which were accounted equal to those of
French manufacture. It was ruined by
Nadir Shah iu 17o7. In 1841 it was
made the capital of Shirvan, and has
since beeu flourishing
