Lougfellow, both
of which are of the number, and among
thos that (barrinp accidents) will be cer-
tain to start in the race.

In point of pedigree it would be diff-
icult to determine wich of the two has
the priority. Both arc decenied from
a long line of illustrous ancestry, and
frtrtw the --tiimsy thej wer Hwo-ye- ar olds,
each has had the care and tuition of an ex-

perienced trainer. In their several per
formances, all of which, with but au
occasional exception, have, been remark-
able, each has exhibited a marvelous
degree of endurance, nerve force, muscu-
lar power, and indomitable courage.
Fear is uot known to them, and it would
not be hazarding too much to assert that,
if pushed beyond their power of endu-
rance, rather than quail they would ex-

pend their last effort, and die iu the at.
tempt, martyrs to their unflinching pluck.
With such matorial, therefore, it is fair
to suppose that the approaching race for
the Monmouth cup will be an extraordi-
nary one. That it will be witueesed by
and awaken the euthusiasm of thousands,
is generally admitted; and that it will be
hotly contested, inch by inch, and with
a faster time record than any preceding
race on the American turf, it is also fair
to infer.

In reviewingsome of the marked eveuts
that have eingnalized and given charac-
ter to the American turf, we are remind-
ed of four of the most remarkable, each
of which, iu turn, became an epoch in
its history. These were the ever memo-
rable contests between Kclipse aDd Hen
ry, Gray Eagle and Wagner, Boston
and Fashon, aud Peytona and Fashion,
to say nothing of Lexiogton's famous
race against time at New Orleans. These
events will live perennial in the memory
of those who enjoyed the rare opportuni-
ty of witnessing them, aud so powerful
was the impresaiou they created at the
time, that gray haired old men, totteriog
ou the verge of the grave, recur to them
with pleasure.

It is almost certain that the race for
the Monmouth cup at Long Brauch,
will add a fifth epoch to the annals of
the American turf; and that Bassett and
Longfellow, as contestants for the honor,
will be instrumental in eclipsing the
glories of its past history.

The Po and Ferrara.
" The Fo, whose recent Inundation has
involved such an immense destruction of
property, is the largest of Italian rivers,
and takes its rise on the north and south
sides cf Monte Viso, oue of the Cottiao
Alps, close to the French frontier. From
the source it flows eastward for about
twenty miles, and at Saluzzo leaves its
rocky defiles fortheopen plain. Thence
the direction of the stream is north-northea-

past Turin, beyond which
point, nt the town of Chivasso, the course
is changed to the east, and so continues
until the Adriatic is reached. The en.
tire length of the Po is reckoned at 450
miles, and it is navigable for small bar-
ges to within sixty miles of its source.
At Turin the river is about 700 feet
wide; at Pavia, 1,000 feet ; at Cremena,
1,000 feet, and below Polesella, 800 feet.

Ferrara, which seems to have suffered
most from the overflow 22,000 people
being reported homeless there is the
most northern of Italian provinces wash-
ed by the Adriatic, and is almost inclosed
by the Po and its branches. Tbe ter-
ritorial area is estimated at 1,180 square
miles, and the population, accordiug to
the official statistics in 1861, is 194,161.
Considerable trade is carried on iu fish,
corn and hemp, and there is an abundance
of excellent pasturage. Farrara was at
one time a dukedom, Uut in 159S, the
reigning family of Lste failing of a le
gitimate male heir, it was absorbed into
the States of the Church by Pope Cle
ment VIII. In 1860 it became a part
of the kingdom of Italy.

The Idloayncracle of Jurle.

It is possible
for this anomaly in our jurisprudence to
do things which a monarch would not
dare attempt in civilized countries. A
juryman may effectually debar bis fellow-

-citizens of his" most essential rights
at his discretion. In some respects the
vote of a Roman dictator was not a more
formidable power. A somewhat celebra-

ted case in New Y'ork has just added a

new illustration of the foregoing posi.
tions. A young married woman, while

in a frenzy of indignation and alarm, shot
a brutal ruffian who Lad seduced her be-

fore marriage, aud was continuing to

persecute her with base attentions. After
a long trial, ten jurymen were in favor
of acquittal, and. two for a verdict of
manslaughter in the third degree. As a

It lasted bat a short time, when all per-
ished but two, who escaped out of the
valley and followed the trail of their
former companions. Eighty seven fam-

ilies with hundreds of animals perished
here, and now, after twenty two years,
the wagons stand still complete, the iron
work and tire are bright,, aud the shriv-
eled skeletons lie side by side.
