that " women are a dis'a worthy of tue
gods when not seasoned by the evil. '

"Milton, whose dr matic experience
was more varied than agreeable, inclines
to the view of Aristotle, and pronouuoos
woman a "dramatic mistake of natnre.
Balzac, on the contrary, who studied
woman more profoundly than any man
who ever put pen to paper, and who has
frightened more women by sudden
glimpses of their inner selves than any
father confessor ever comforted, comes

tho con lusdon that "woman is the
most perfect of creatures, and a transi-toria- l

being between the men aud the
angel."

De Stendhal, who asked that it should
be inscribed on his tomb Viesr, A mo
&crine, and who has crystal ized the
stuff of a hundred novels in his maxims
aud reflections rli V amour, made up
his mind finally that a "womin is sim-
ply a delicious musical instrument, oi
which love is the how and mau the
artist."
