A
young tlieu turned around and
tried to surrender, but was shot dead by
the lieutenant. The rest of tho escap-
ing Iudians were all killed by the troops
on the left.

Col. But 11 directed the whole affair,
nnd won the esteem of officers and men
by his coolness, courage, and soldierly
abilities. The result of the fight may
be summed up as follows : Indians
killed, 11 ; horses captured, Gi ; two
silver-mounte- d saddles, two solid silver
bridles, aud several very handsomely
mounted bows and quivers, and a num-
ber of rifles aud pistols, etc., were also
iptuicd. One soldier was shot in the

left shoulder, aud was compelled f
ride five days without surgical attend-
ance. Two horses were also wounded,

Ton-ka-w- a squaw took the scalps off
ten of the killed, and distributed

them among the victors, Lieut. Turner of
getting two. The party returned to
Fort Griffin with their spoils, driving
night and day for ninety-si- hours.

Col. Uuell distributed the stock on
the way to the Texan farmers from
whom these Fort Sill reservation In-
dians had stolen them, receiving in re-
turn their warmest thaDks. The peo-
ple of Texas are v ry enthusiastic in
their r raise of Col. Buell, not only for
his success and energy heretofore in
putting down horse anil cattle thieves,
but also for his Indisn fighting.

Civil Service Keform.

President Grant has sent the following
message to me lenate ami houfc oi
representatives :

If sustained by congress I havo no
doubt the rules can, alter the experi-

Cost r Kefundln? the Pnhllc Debt.

The secretary of the treasury, in com
pliance with a resolution of the house,
reports the cost of refunding tho na-

tional debt into the fivo per cent, bonds
authorized by the act of congress July
14, 1870, and Jan. 30, 1871, etc. The
whole amount of bonds refunded is
S314.416.150. as follows: Bonds bear
ing six per cent, interest to bondu bear
ing five-pe- r cent, interest, $300,461,150;
bonds bearing ' five per c?nr. miercsr,
loan of 1858, to bonds bearing five per
cent, interest funded loan of 1S81,
$13,055,000. The cost thereof has been
$1,440,792. By tho terms of the agree
ment with the parties contracting ior
the loan they were to pay all exp nses
and to rfreive for their compensation
the one-ha-lf of one per cent, allowed
by law. Upon settlement with aaid
parties all expenses incurred by the
government were nrst tieauctea ana tne
balance only paid them. The refunds
on accunt of the loan of 1858 $13,-95- 5

OOuw-an- d the moneys received from
the Geneva awa d $15,500,000 were
not made through any contracting
parties, and therefore no commissions
thefeon were allowed. Ia tho adjust-
ment of differences in interest between
tho six per cent, bonds redeemed, ami
the five per cent, bonds issued in lieu
threof, the government has received its
proper allowance.
