The approach of the summer months
on the eastern coast of Florida develops
a new source of amusements to sporting
gentlemen, Bears leave the inland set-
tlements and gather on the ocesn beach.
They luxuriate upon king erabs, turtle
eggs, and great fish stranded on the
shore. They find fish & toothsome deli-
cacy, and supplement it with a dessert of
raw palmetto berries. The beach is one
vast thicket of palmettos. The berries
are as large as the end of aman’s thumb,
gnd very nutritious and fattenioe.
Pumas and tiger cats also frequent the
beach in the summer montbs, They
subsist on crabs and fish, and frequently
pail the young deer that browse upon
the mangrove buds. The islands skirt-
ing the inner rim of the beach line are
ogvered with mangroves, and while the
 puds are tender, deer throng to them by
hundreds. The water surrounding these
islands is shoal, and immense sslt water
marshes stretch north and south very
