Fishing In Japan.
Fishing in the rivers and streams of

the Main Island is not considered as a
sport by the Japanese, but as a means
of livelihood, and therefore " the gentle
angler will not receive much encour-
agement from the brotherhood in the
Land of the Rising Sun. Salmon trout,
trout an ai (a small but game fish) are
" educated," on some rivers, to take the
fly. The Japs work with very small
flies, fine tackle, slight bamboo rods,
with which they are very successful.
Altogether, however, the game will be
found scarcely worth the candle on the
main land,- - but capital sport with the
salmon trout can be obtained in several
streams near Satsuporo, in Tezo, during
May and June, with a genuine British
fly. The most important export from
Yezo is in dried salmon, which are netted
in incredible quantities in various rivers
of the northern part of the island and in
the southern Kuriles ; bnt sport in these
rivers among the dense masses of fish is
out of the question, even if the proprie-
tors of the fishings would allow their fish
to be poached. The Japanese seaboard
is everywhere picturesque, and the seas
abound with fish, giving employment to
the crews of thousands of nsning-Doat- a.

It is not many years since Sumner,
standing in Boston on the iourth ol
July, in one of the finest orations on
record, announced the dictrme of peace:
that arbitration should take the place ol
war. The idea then Beemodr novel, and
people derided it as visionary and im
practical. Since then many cruel wars
have desolated the earth, and the tread
of hostile armies have shaken many
countries. Kuroie and America have
trembled under the roar of cannon. Still
the idea of peace has leeji spreading.
Statesmen, philanthropists and philoso-
phers have welcomed it and deprecated
the spirit of w ar. lhe parties wno in-

augurate war have always depended
upon the workingmen to fall in and fill
up the ranks, it is one ot tho tngni
omens of the day to see that this class is
no longer in favor of barbarous war.
No class sutler more at its hands, yet

. . i i i.war always oouXuiiuf.iy counts ujkju
workingmen to fall into its ranks wlieu
it blows the fife and beats the drum.
War always comes to desolate the homes
of tlier.e people. They have accepted it
as a kind of unavoidable necessity
something that had to be done. Lalor
troubles have been pressing upon tno
laborers until they have had little time
for other considerations. They have
been trving to take from oppressive laws
the stings which have wounded them.
Now the laborers see that one of the
great distnrliers of their peace and pros-
perity have leen the wars which have
called them from their peaceful pursuits
and disturbed their industrial prosperity.
Now they see that war is a wrong, bar-
barous and cruel thing, and they pro-
pose to throw all their influence against
wars. At the great lrades Union Con
gress, recently held in iionaon, tne
President, speaking for the Congress,
after alluding to the obstacles which
press upon industry, said : "First of all
there are the artificial laws which hamper
industry, and of these none are more
important than those relating to the
land. After what has been passed this
session in regard to Ireland, we can not
be silent upon the subject in reference
to England and Scotland. Next, the
most imixjrtant of all, is the question
whether we are going again to tolerate
this country waging war against other
people for the sake of increasing or per-
petuating an empire? What interest
have we, workmen, what interest have
the people of England in carrying on
war for the sake of empire ? If our po
sition as workmen is one of independ
ence, we ought to recommend the inde-
pendence of other workmen and of other
nations. It is not merely that these
wars do untold misery to the poor and to
the working classes by the actual mis-
ery they cause, by increasing the insta-
bility of industry and employment, which
is nnstable enough without any addi-
tion, but these wars are profoundly de-

moralizing to the country engaged in
them, and are crimes of the worst kind."
These sentiments were warmly cheered
by the congress of workingmen. When
the men who work and the men who
fight in the ranks make np their minds
that they will no more go out to the wars
to be butchered and shot down like hogs,
peace will be possible. We gladly hail
this movement of the workingmen in
England. Will the workingmen of
America imitate them, and oppose all
projects looking towards unjust wars?
The men who form the great body of the
armies of the world must assert them-
selves against the barbarisms of war.
They must come out and fight down the
ambitions of generals, diplomats and
rulers, who are ever ready to plunge a
nation into war for some paltry object.
The lust of ambition, the greed of power,
the desire for fame, anger or revenge are
usually the unholy motives which bring
wars and all their calamities upon the
people. The workingmen of England
have done wisely in protesting against
w ar. Indianapolis Herald.

THE WORKSHOP.

A Gkrmait paper says that toof can
be made fire-pro- by "covering it with a
mixture of lime, salt, and wood ashes,
adding a little lcmpblack to give it a
dark color. This not only guards against
fire, it is claimed, but also in a measure
prevents decay.

Morss holes in walls and closets should
be first filled with lime and afterward
plastered over with plaster of Faris
mixed with water. It is a good plan to
keep a paper of the latter in every house,
as it is useful in filling cracks, and in
many other ways in household economy.

A BBmniAXT black on iron and stoel
may be produced by applying, with
fine hair brush, a mixture of turpentine
and sulphur boiled together. When tho
turpentine evaporates there remains on
the'metal a thin layer of sulphur, which
unites closely with the iron when heated
for a time over a spirit or gas flame. This
varnish protects the metal perfectly and

quite durable.
The following method of softening:

putty is useful to those having hard putty-t-

remove from sashes : Take soda or
potash the latter being preferable and
dissolve it in water ana mix the solution
with fresh burnt, fresh slacked lime.
After the mixture has stood for a time,
pour off the clear fluid and bottle for
use. Putty moistened with this fluid
quickly softens and is easily removed.

To rnEVENT the cracking of cast steel
in hardening, a correspondent of the
Metal Arbe.iter places the article first in

tin box, where it is packed with clean
wrought .iron drillings, and after luting
the box carefully he heats the whole
slowly to a dark red heat. After cooling
it very gradually he finds that all internal
strains which otherwise would have de-

veloped cracks in the tool during harden-
ing are removed, and when steel to be
hardened is thus annealed no further
trouble is experienced.

Thb following rules should be ob-
served in the care of grindstones : 1.
Don't waste the stone running it
in water, nor allow it to stand in
water when not in use, as this will
cause a soft place, and consequent un-

even wear. 2. Wet the stone by dropping
water on it from a pot suspended above
the stone, and stop off the water when
not in nse. 3. Do not allow the stone to
get out of round, bnt true up with a
piece of gas pipe or a "hacker." 4. Do
not leave the stone out of doors in the
wind and weather, as this hardens it and
makes it less effective. 5. Clean off all
greasy tools before grinding, as grease
or oil destroys the grit. C. When you
get a stone that suits your purposes,
keep a sample of the grit to send to the
dealer to select by, as in this way you
can always secure one that suits.

The manatee, or sea-co- is the most
widely diffused of the sirenians and, be-

ing American, has the first claim to con- -'

sideration. Its various species are found
alongs the coasts and in the rivers and
inland lakes of tropical America, the
length of the entire opposite coast of
Africa, around the cape, and as far north
un the Mozambique coast as the Zam
besi River, in the Upper Niger River, in
Lake Tchad, in the East African Lake
Shirwa, and in the Tana Sea, in Abys-Bini-a.
