Mr. C. Frank
Parkhurst in reply to this said that thi
attae'liment grew out of a suit of
Ilovt, Sprague & Co. The title
to "this property was oi'iginally in
the Spragues and the latter were not
liable in this matter. Auctioneer Hall
invited the crowd to get over the gate
and come across the bridge, where it
was shady. They followed him to the
other side of the bridge by walking
across the stringers, and were about to
pass on to the grounds wnen uue
Sprague suddenly appeared in the road
mounted on a horse.

The Hetlsrehog's "liode oT Defense.

The hedgehog is one of the best protec
ted of living animals. "Marching se-

curely under the guardianship of its
thorn-spike- d armor, it recks little of any
foe save man. . . . The formidable
array xf , hrist.ljnar soines with which the
back is more or"less covered otters a
ckevaUde-fris- e of harp spikes toward
any animal that may present itself as an
enemy. Another peculiarity is the power
possessed by these creatures of rolling
hemselves into a round ball, by placing

the head on the breast, drawing up tho
iegs, and curling the body firmly round
the members. By this posture the hedge-
hogs render themselves invulnerable to
almost any animal that may attack them.

. . .' When in this curious attitudes
the hedgehog cannot be unrolled- by
main force, as long as any life remains
;n the body, for there is an enormously
developed "muscle, with a very. 'thick'
margin, which spreads over the back
and round ti e sides, and which, when
contracted, holds the creature in so firm
an embrace that it will be torn in pieces
rather than yield its point."

The spines of this animal arc about an
inch long, and naturally lie flat on the
back, directed toward the tail. But by
a peculiar arrangement they are erected'
when the owner coils himself. In shape
the spine " is not unlike a large pin,
being sharply pointed at one extremity,
and furnished at the other with a round,
bead-lik- e head, and rather abruptly bent
near the head. If tho skin be removed
from the hedgehog, the quills are seen
to be pinned, as it were, through the
skin, being retained by their round heads,
which are acted upon by the peculiar
muscle which has already been men-
tioned

"Protected by this defense, the hedge-
hog is enabled to throw itself from con-

siderable heights, to curl itself into a
ball as it descends, and to reach the
ground without suffering any harm from
its fall. A hedgehog has been seen re-

peatedly to throw itself from a wall
some tvvelye or fourteen feet in height,
and to fall upon the hard ground without
appealing to be even inconvenienced by
its tumble. On reaching the ground it
would unroll iUelf and trot ofl, with per-
fect unconcern.''
