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FKESH EELIGION.

Sermon Preached by Rev. T. Do- -
Witt Talmage.

The Feast of the Tabernacle Typical of
Our Starch to Heaven Onr

Kealdtince Here Temporary
AmUr at Most.

Subject: "Green and Frosh Helijrfon."
Text Noh. vlll., 15: "fio forth unto the

mount and fetch olive branches and pine
branches and myrtle branches nnd palm
branches und branches of thick trees to make
Ixwths."

The Monnc of Olives seems unmoored.
The tree branches aro beinc cutoff and
shouldered and carried on down in great
profession to the city of Jerusalem. These
tree branches are bent and twisted into
arbors r--- booths, and set on the house-
top and along tho streets. Foliated booths
everywhere, and the people coming out
from their homes to live in them for seven
days. Why do the people come from their
comfortable houses to this temporary
booth? It is a grand festival. It is the
Feast of the Tabernacles. Tho people cele-
brate the deliverance of their fathers from
desert travel, where they lived in tents.
And it is also typical of our march to
Heaven, pilgrims in a temporary booth on
the way to Cauar.n, so that I say in a fig-
urative sense what was, said to the Jews In
a literal sense: "Go forth into the mount
and fetch olive branches and pine branches
nud myrtle branches and palm branches
and tho branches of thick trees to make
booths."

Our residence here is a temporary affair..
We rent or lease or buy a house; but the
lease soon runs out, and the deed must
soon be surrendered. Bowling Green,
once inhabited by merchant princes, has
become shipping offices. Where are the
men jpho did importing in our great cities
thirty years ago? Passed off the stage.
"H'hero are the men who owned Now York
llfty years ago? They have departed this
life for the most part. There is no use in
our driving our stakes too deep,, for we
shall soon have to pull them up. We are
on tho march, and are stonulnir onlv in n
temporary booth of twisted branches on
the way to palaces eternal. Where arethe other generations So far gone thatwe can not even hear the sound of their
feet. They have passed up the hill. We
shall toon follow them. But, blessed be
God, we are not living here out of doors
nnd unsheltered. o; we may go into the
mount of God and tend and twist for our-
selves a shelter of comfort and delight,
and I bid you to "go forth into the mount.
--t icw;u ouve urancnes and pine branches
and piUm branches and inyrtle branches
and tho branches of thick trees and make
booths."

The olive branch, you know, is always
used as a sign of peace. Tho olive-tre- e

Krows in warm climates to the height of
about twenty-fiv- e feet, has an upright
stem and many outshooting branches,
which can easily be stripped oft. If a
twig of this tree in time of war is handed
from one General to another it means the
unsaddling of cavalry horses and the
hanging up of tho war knapsacks. After
hostilities have ceased these branches are
placed over doorways, and they are built
into triumphal arches, and they are waved
in processions. They spell out in verdur-
ous letters that Heaven-bor- n word of
"Peace!" Now, my friends, in this Gos-
pel arbor which God sends us to build we

, must have two of these olive branches.
Peace with God ! I don't mean to intimate
by that that God is a bloody chieftain and
has n grudge against us; but I want to in-
timate that there is more aflinity between
a haro and a hound, between a hawk and
n pullet, tetween an eleuhant nnd th
swine, than there is between holiness and
iu; ana since lod Is all holiness, and wo,

by Nature, all sin, there must be some re-
adjustment, some appeasement, some re-
construction, some treaty, some stretch-
ing forth of oliveranches. The fact is,
that the race has begun a lawsuit agninst
its Jlafcer, and that lawsuit is now on the
calendar. It is the human versus the

It is iniquity versus the im-
maculate. It is weakness versus om
nipotence. God did not begin war
agninst us; we began war against
Htm; and it is high time that this
farc of the finite struggling against the
Infinite were ended." We are tired of the
war. We want to back out. But how
shall we get a, cessation of this contest?
By going up into the mount of God and
plucking olive branches. What mount?
Calvary. Modern travelers sav it is onlv
an insignificant hill; but I persist in call-
ing it a mount, because, through the
grandeur of its meaning, it overtops tho
very highest of all earthly elevations. The
Alps and the Himalayas are less than ant-bil- ls

compared with it. In the very ex-
cavation on Calvary, where the cross was
once set, afterward the olive was planted
and it is green and thrifty and foliaged
to-da- y, and I strip it off and wave it, cry-
ing: "Peace with God through cur Lord
Jesus Christ" Oh, if there is any joyful
thought enough to overthrow one's equi-
librium that is the thought. It may be a
matter of very little Importance what
Queen Victoria or Emperor William think
of anyone; but to be brought into close......, ouu ucur;jr mm giowing re-
lations with the God of the round universe

that makes a hallelujah seem stupid. If
are had continued this fight against God
or ten thousand years, we could not have
aptured so much as a sword, or taken so
luch as a cavalry stirrup or wrenched off
o much as a chariot wheel of his omnipo-nc- e;

but God and all Heaven's artillery
.me over on our side at jthe first swing of

..he olive branch. Peace with Gcd through to
our Lord Jesus Christ, and there is no
peace, in any other way.

But amity with God is not enough. We
must have two olive branches. Peace with
each other. Oh, it is easy enough to get
up a quarrel. There are all around us
gunpowder Christians and the smallest
match of provocation will set them off. It
is easy to get up a quarrel in Church or I
State; but it never pays. When two
Christians contend with each other, they
always both get whipped. Satan slightly
miles when he gets two worldlings agog

with each other; But when he induces a
fight between two Christians when he

You are a pretty Christian, you are! I
wonder how long it would have been be-
fore our world was saved if Jesus had not
taken the first step? We, the offending
party, yet Christ taking the first step.
Do not, therefore, take a knotty and twist-
ed scourge and go after your enemy; but
go up into the mount where the Radiant
One suffered for his enemies, and twist off
an olive branch, and, without, stripping
away any of the soft tender, cool, beauti-
ful leaves, put on your enerav that Gospel
switch. It will not hurt him, and it will
save you. Oh, for a million olive branches
from the Mount of God, that we might
build them into an arbor for our souls. Go
up into the mountand pluck olive branch-
es and make booths.

My text in the next place suggests that
In this arbor for our soul on the way to-
ward glory we ought to have a good many Ing
pine branches. Now, pine, you know, is j.iu.healthful, aromatic and an evergreen. It

sustain a child. He lived on a beverage of
hosannas. He lived high, "because every
day he dined with the King. I csnld not
understand his exhilaration until I found
out that he lived in an arbor of pine
branches Gospel pine branches. Ob,
it is a healthy religion. It is healthy for
the head. It is healthy for the heart. It
is healthy for the lungs. It is healthy for
the liver. It is healthy for the whole man.
I mean if we get enoueh of it Now, there
are some people who get just enough re-
ligion to make them sick or to bother them;
but I mean full inhalation- -a full draught
from the breath of tho pine branches in
God's mount This is living, bounding,
exuberant, undying immortal health.

But this Gospel is evergreen. I remark
still further, what does the pine forest care
for the snow on its brow? It merely con-
siders it a crown of glory. You can not
freeze out tho pine forest, and this grace
of God is just as good in the winter of
trouble as it is in the summer of prosper-
ity. It is the religion you want not
dependent upon weather or upon change.
There are some of you who feel that you
nave uau more than your share of trouble.
All the troubles seemed to come together
in your life, and you may be as bad off as
Murkelbacket, the fisherman who was
chided for mending his boat on the same
day that his boy was burisd. They said:
"It is indecent for you t bo working at
your boat when your child was just buried
this afternoon." And he looked up in the
man's face and said: "What am I to do?
Shall I allow the five to starve because
one of them is drowned? It is well enough
for you gentled, who can at ia your
houses with your handkerchiefs at your
eyes, to talk that way when you have
grief, but the like of u maan to our
work though our hear& beat like this
hammer." Oh, yesl Year bereave
ments and your poverties and
your distresses mar tcome at once.
But I want to tell ydHJI 1 that is
full of life, full of co, full of peace.
You have tried every thing eUo; you have
tried the world, you have tried human
sympathy, come now and try Holy Gos-

pel. 1 have read of a Cardinal who was
very fond of money, and during his sick-
ness he use? to ask that a basin of gold be
brought tohim, and then ho would thrust
his goutyhands in the gold and amuse
himself, and cool his hands by turning
over ths gold in the basin. What a vain
attempt! There is nothing in all the sil-

ver aad the gold and the honors and the
emouments of this world, however briskly
you may turn them over, to soothe a per-
turbed spirit You can not be consoled in
that way. You want something mightier
than the world's gains to appease your
sorrow. Come and get this consolation.
A young Prince refused to play with any
but Kings, and I wish you would this day
throw asido all other solaces and try this
regal satisfaction. Come, my friends and
neighbors, and try a religion which is ae
good in the winter of trouble as it is in the
summer of prosperity. It is glorious and
ever green. Go into the Mount of God, and
fetch pine branches and make booths.

My text suggests still further that this
arbor of Christian grace ought to have iu
it a good many palm branches. You know
that is a favorite tree at the East The
ancients used to make it into three hun-
dred and sixty uses. The fruit is con-
served. The sap becomes a beverage. The
stones are ground up as food for camels.
The base of the leaves is twisted into rope.
Baskets and mats are made out of it, and
from the root to the tip-to- p of the palm it
is all usefulness. It grows eighty-fiv- e feet
in height, is columnar, ifc fringed leaves
sometimes four or five yards long, and the
ancients used to carry it in processions as
a symbol of victory. Oh for more palm
branches in our Gospel arbor! Usefulness
and victory! Head, heart, tongue, pen,
money, social position all employed for
God. Counsel is' often given on worldly
matters about investments that you
must not put all the eggs In one basket;
but in this matter of religion I wish that
we might give nil to God and get iu our
selves.

"Oh," says some man, "mr business is
to sell silks and calicoes." Tien sell Mlks
nnd calicoes for the glory oflGod. Says
another man: "My businesses to edit a
newspaper." Then edit a newspaper for
the glory of God. Says anotaer man:
"My business is to raise cornfand carrots."
Then raise corn and carrots for the glory
of God. Says some other man: "My
business is to manufacture horse-sho- e

nails." Then manufacture horse-sho- o

.nnils for ti1e glory of God. Anything that
a man can not do for the glory of God he
has no right to do. The vast majority of
professed Cnristians in this day do not
amount to anything. You have to shovel
them off the track before the chariot of
Goa's grace can advance. What we want
in the church now is not weeping willows,
sighing and weeping by the water-course- s,

admiring their long fringes in the glass of
the stream; not hickories full of knots;
not wild cherry dropping bitter fruits; but
palm trees adapted to three hundred and
sixty purposes, root, trunk, branch, leaf,
producing something for God and man and
angels. Oh, I am sick and tired of this
weak, sentimental, satin-slippere- d, fussy,
hoity-toit- y religion. It amounts to noth
ing in this world, and will amount to noth-
ing in the world to come. Five hundred
men and women in Brooklyn knowing
nothing but Christ and the value of the
soul can capture this city for good in
three years. Teu thousand men and women
at the full standard of Christian zeal could
take this whole earth for Christ in ten
years. My brother, when are you going

work, and when am I going to work?
Led; ard, the great traveler, had set be
fore him by a geographical society a very
important work of exploration in Africa,
and after they had shown him what thev
wanted hita to do the learned man looked
up in his fate and said: "Well, when will
you start oa. this expedition?" He re-
plied: "To-morro- w morning." And when

ask you wha are you going to do for
God and Christ nd you tell me that you
want to serve hinywith eagerness and con-
secration, I ask yowhen are you going to
start? I want you within your soul to say:
"To-da- y; this momeW now." Go up Into
the mount and fetch, palmbrancheii to
build booths. JlGHiKV ..,..

But we wanted palm brfenjfij&T. still fur-
ther, for v:ctory. By nature wo are serfs.
The devil stole us. He keeps his eye on us.
He is afraid all the time that. wewill get
away. He has been watching us a great
while and keeping U3 under constant a
supervision. But one day word comes
from our Heavenly Father saying if we
would like to break away from our task-
master He will help us. Some day we
rouso up and look at the black tyrant in
our way, and we fly oa him and we
wrestle him down, and we mt mm hel on
his neck and grind him into the
dust, and then we leap on him with
both feet, crying: " Victory through our
Lord Jesus Christ!" Bo . nt
palm branches to celebrate that victory?
Oh, what a grand thing it is to get sin un-
der foot and wasted life behind our back.
Blessed is the man whose transgression is
forgiven nnd whose sin is covered.

hands and manage them for the very best
Doyou chink he can do it? or aro you so ed

that you think it will be better
if you take care of your own matters? Do
you want to drive and Insist upon God
taking a back seat? "No," you say; "I
want the Lord to be my leader and guide."
Then you are goin to bo more than con-
querors. Your last sickness w ill come, and
the consulting physicians in tho next room
will be talking about what they had better
do for you. What difference will it make
to you what they do? You are going
to be well anyhow everlastingly welt
After the breath has gone from the
body your friends in tho next room will
be consulting as to where they had better
bury you. What difference will it make to
you where they bury you, for tho Lord of
the resurrection would as lief pick you out
of the dust in one place as in another, and
all the cemeteries are in God's acre. I re-
member that in the old country meeting-
house my father sometimes led the sing-
ing, and he would take his tuning fork
from his pocket and strike tho fork upon
his knee, and then put the tuning fork to
his.ear and catch the pitch, and then start
the song. Oh, that tho sons and daughters
of God were now catching the pitch of the
eternal song of victory before tho throne.
You ought to be getting ready and now
come to the rehearsal. "They shall hunger
no more, neither thirst any more; neither
shall the sun light on them, nor nny heat,
for the Lamb which is In the midst of the
throne shall lead them to living fountains
of water, and God shall wipe away all
tears from their eyes."
-- City of Eternity, to thy bridal halls of glad-

ness
From this prison would I ilee.Heir of glory that shall be for thee nnd mo."

One step further and my text demands
that in the making of this Gospel arbor
we shall get branches ot thick trees. You
know that booth or arbor is of little worth
unless there bo stout poles at the corners,
or the wind will up9et the booth; and you
will be worse off than without shelter un-
less you have strong branches of thick
trees. And I want to tell you that a Gos-
pel that is all mellowness and sweetness
will have no strength to withstand the
blast of temptation and trial and trouble.
We want a brawny Christianity. We want
a Gospel with warnings as well at with
invitations. While olive branches are
good in their places, and the palm branches
and the myrtle branches, We want the
stout branches of thick trees. The tempest
of temptation will come down after awhile;
the hurricane of death will blow; the ever-
lasting storm will come up bellowing from
tho lost world, and alas! for that man who
has not his soul sheltered under the stout
branches of the thick trees. So that,
whilo we preach the invitations of the
Gospel and the love of the Gospel, we must
tell men that unless they repent and unless
they turn they must die. I like what Mr.
Finney said in the school-hous- e in a vil-
lage In New York State which they nick-
named Sodom because of Its wickedness;
and there was only one good man in tho
village and they called him Lot When
Mr. Finney preached in the school-hous- e

he took his text from the destruction of
Sodom, and told the people to get up out
of that place, as the Lord would rain fire
and brimstone upon them unless they re-
pented; and they ground their teeth and
they clenched their fists while he was
speaking; but ufter awhile they were
melted and they fell on their faces and
cried for mercy while mercy was to be
had. w e want just such a Gospel as that

a Gospel full of love and alarm; nnd
while we present the rewards we must
also present the retributions.

But what am I to do with my text?
When I announced It you knew not what I
was going to make out of it Now you
see. There is enough in it for a lifetime
of preaching; but I will skip the rest.
We find in It enough of the olive branch
of peace, and the pine branch of evor-green- s,

and the myrtle branch of beauty,
and the palm branch of victory, and the
stout branch of the thick trees to make nn
arbor for all the people. Oh, come into
the booth. The air is aromatic with
Heaven. The branches distil the blossom
of life; the leaves rustle with the gladness
of God. Como into the booth thn Knsnol
booth. I went out with an old hunter be-

fore daybreak and we got on the mount-
ains before the sun nrose, and we set our
trap to catch pigeons or doves, and then
we retired into n booth, for it was very
cuiny and we must be hidden, and I re-
member tho tapestry of the leaves of that
booth wns richer than the tapestry
of a King's Iwdchnmber. Seated
there in the lwoth wo looked out
and watched for the game, the
pigeons or doves, and after awhile there
was a flock in tho sky, and thoy dropped
into the net or trap, and our excursion
wns successful. Now we nro on the
mountain. It is daybreak. Wo sit iu this
Gospel booth and look, watching, waiting
for the coming of a great flock of souls;
and, see! they hover, they are coming "as
clouds and as doves to their windows!"

"May I come in?" says a guilty soul.
"I have been through every thing. I am
so tired of doing wrong." Yes; rest for
the sin-struc- k. "May I come in?" says a
bereft soul. "I have buried every thing
that I love." Yes; rest for the widow hood
and orphanage and childlessness nnd
desolation. "May I come in?" says s
poor man. "It is so bnrd to get n liveli-
hood. I am almost frenzied with want
May I come in?" Yes; rest for the desti
tute. Then I hear a great clamor of
voices and I can not distinguish very well
who they are, and so I answer them to.
gether: "Best for all for weeping eye
and broken hearts and dying souls. Calm,
sweet, fragrant, overbranching, arbores
cent rest Oh, come into tho booth !"

retail trade wherein the purchasers nre
mostly of their sex. This dealer was
changing his employes as rapidly as con-
venient, and at length be came to the clerk
mentioned.

"I shall have to let you go as soon as
you can get another place," he said. "1
have no fault to find with your abilities,
and indeed I like them so well that, wer
you a girl, I would continue to employ you

the same salary I am nnvimr now
though I could hire--a girl for three dollars

wee less. But the fact is that I am
going to have female clerks in this depart-

ment exclusively. I'm sorry, but it can't
helped."

".Do I understand you to say fiat, were
a girl, you would let me stay at the rate
am now getting?"
"Exactly."
"Then I'll hold you to it I am a woman
disguise."
