ACCIDENTS THAT ARE COSTLY.
Th Externa That Railroad Ar Put toly Krentno JIot,,OrJluarr Accident.

"You occasionally hear peoplo find
fault because managers of railroads dc
not prevent accidents," said a railroad
man in Jersey City tho other day.
"There may be bears among railroad
owners who rejoice in wrecking rail-
roads that they do not own. but to the
practical ra:lroader a train wreck is a
big loss directly, besides the loss in
prestige which follows."

"Is the rolling stock so costly?"
"Ye, a freight train for instance,

that rolls down an embankment, where
half of it is burned will give you a good
idea of the loss. The average emnne
is worth $7,000. A common frofht
car is worth $475. or perhap3 $o00.
The ordinary gondolas are worth from
$400 to $l2i. An engine is rarely
ruined beyond repair, but a wreck can
knock $3,000 out of it just as easy
as rolling oil" a log. A buried
car is a ruined car. of course, and re-
pairs on those that aro crushsd may
cost anv where from $50 to $200 each.
If a n.issisnrrer ri.-i- sno.li n 5a no! ,,

ordinary roads, is burned, $3,500 goes
up in smoke. Theso figures aro for the
cars in use. and not now out of the
shop. From this you can seo that
wrecks may happen which cost a com-
pany $10,000, and yet nothing is likely
to be said abont them in the papers un-
less some ono gots hurts, and not then
if tho railroad men can keep it quiet."

The putting up and marketing of
butter in good shape during the sum-
mer months is an almost impossible
task. Tho butter often comas into
market really unfit for use, when, no
doubt, it started from the dairy in fine
condition. Farmers should put up their
buttor just as well as tho regular dairy-
men, pack it solidly ia vessels made
especially for the purpose and iu every
way preparo it to go on the markot in
tho best possible shape. If thoy do this
thero will soon be no reason to com-
plain of selling butter in summer at ten
to fifteen cents per pound. Prairie
Farmer.

SWINE.

The Proper Summer Diet for Young- nnd
(Irowins: I'Irs.

There is no better food foryoung pigs
after weaning than good skimmed milk,
with a littlo sweet, moderately fine
wheat bran and corn meal stirred into
it. There should not bo a large propor-
tion ofanoal iii' tho.inixturo at first, nor
so long as tho pig is making growth,
though corn meal is excellent to finish
oft" fattening with. Many a young pig
lias been spoiled by overfeeding with
corn or corn nioa 1. It is impossible to
tfrnfc o crnnjl rrrnurth nn cuoli frw-w- ! nlnnn
Cloar milk would be hotter, but milk
will pay a largor profit when given in
connection with somo grain. Milk
alono is rathor to bulky for a solo diet;
it distends tha stomach too much and
gives tiie animal too much to do to get
rid of tho surplus water. Many young
pigs are spoiled by overfeeding. 'When
first wonnod they should bo given a
little at a time and often. They always
Will put a foot in tho trough, and food
left before thorn a long time gets so
dirty that it may bo ontirely unfit
to bo eaten. But one of tho worst
mothods of feeding milk to pigs is to
have it stand in a sour swill barrel,
mixed in along with cucumber parings,
sweet corn cobs and other kitchen
wastes, till the whole mass is far ad-
vanced in tho fermentation stage.
Sweet milk is good, and milk that is
slightly sour may bo better, it may bo
even more easily digested, but milk that
soured until it bubbles, 1 11 the sugar in
it has turned into alcohol or into vine-
gar, is not a fit food for swine of any
age, and certainly not foryoung pirg
that have just been taken from their
mother. A hog will endure consider-
able abuse, will live in wet anil iilthv
liens, will eat almost every sort of
filthy food, and often thrivo fairly well,
but a. pig that is kept in comfortable
quarters and fed upon wholesome food
will pay a much better profit to the
owner and furnish much sweeter pork
for the barrel. Nearly all tho diseases
which hogs aro subject to are caused by
cold, wot pens, or by sour, inferior swill.
Better throw surplii milk away than to
keep it until it rots aud then force it
down tho throats of swine. Farmers
should keep swine enough to tako all
the wastes of the farm while in a fresh
condition and then supplement it with

;,good wheat middlings and corn meal.
'Our own practice has been to keep pigs
enough to take the skimmed milk each
day direct --from the dniry. room, with
out uie use oia swni oarrei to store anq'
sour it in. A swill barrel in summer is"

a nuisance on anv farm. We could
never find a good place to keep it
where it would not draw Ilios or breed
lies. In winter it would be less object-
ionable, but it is a nui&ance at all times
aud in all places. X. Y. Herald. J
