On Friday morning last she
expelled from the bowels an objoct
over two feet in length, and at
once exclaimed to her parents: "I am
better now; on, I feel so good!"

It is perfectly round,
smooth and uiuirrra In mzo throughout
its entire longth.N Now, after sixty
hours havo elapse I since it was dis-
charged, it Is apparently as lively as at
rnrsit Tbo-cbil- d is rapfdiy recovering, and
experiences none pf the sensations that
troubled it prior to being relieved of its
terrible tormentc-- . Hundreds of persons
havo seen the vufitile and witnessed its
gyratory movements in wonder and
amazement. It has none of tho character-
istics of a tape-wor- m or any other form.of
entozoic life descriliod by authors. The
child must have drank wnter of which it
was aii inhabitant, and it gradually de-
veloped and was dually discharged from
thQ,rtoinach and expelled by the bowels.

Impossible for White Men to XA There.
Washington, September 4 The Amy

and Navy Ittffister will print
the following, which is moro emphatic in
regard to tho impossibility of white men
living on the Congo than anything yet re-
eved: "Several letters havo recently
been received in this city from Lieutenant
E. II. Taunt, U. S. Navy, relative to his
journey in the Congo regions." One dated
May 17, from Viri Station, River Congo,
says: "Hi re I am, 110 miles up tho Congo
and making rav arrangements to go as
far as possible, I have the cheerful pros-
pect of a march of 210 miles on foot to
Stanley Pool over some of the worst moun-
tains I ever saw.Avtar ago I was on mv way
North. I think fiom Cape Sabine to the in-
terior of Africa is enough for ctno man in a
year's time, but I have ceased growling
nnd take, thing- - as they com?. I proposo
to find out all thero is about the Congo, to
that no other rocr devil of a naval officer
will hove to be sent to the fever-ridde- n

was taken 111 .!.,.. Kverv mail brings
news of sickness and denth from Uo Coun
try. A casual Inquiry of lliiue developed
the fact that thev havo filled one grave
yard nnd opened another. Should anyone
remark about this being a picnic (I believo
they think most expeditious are) I would
refer them to Mr. Tisdel, who has gono
North ill, nnd then thev micht come and
take a look at the Viri graveyards." A
subsequent letter, dated Juno 5i, from Le-
opold ville. Stanley Pool, savs: "I arrived
here June 7, having marched 226 miles over
some Of the worst hills I ever saw
in mv life. The white man who started
with'me from Viri was taken ill with fever
at the station called N'Gombe, 120 miles
from Viri. Here another fellow took mo
in hand, but was taken down with fever
after a two days' march. A third took hold
and landed me safely in this place. I leave
July 1 for Stanley Vails, l,3o0 miles from
tho sea. nud the head of the navigation for
tho Upper Congo. I want to do tho thing
tip properly, and if I succeed, I will'
be the first while man not in the
employ of the Congo Free States
that has reached that far; in fact, only six
of those have been to the Falls. I rather
enjoyed roughing it from Viri up here, and
camp life seemed to argree with me.
I have lost considerable of my extra flesh,
tho effect of this solid march. This is a
beastly country. White men can not live
here, and for my part I can see nothing to
draw them here, especially into tho inte-
rior. Stanley Pool is certainly the best
post I havo struck thus fur, and that is bad
enough. I shall be heartily glad when 1
can leave this fever-ridde- n hole. I hope
to get away in September, but as I expect
to go up soma of the smaller rivers flow-
ing into the Congo, I may be delayed un-
til October. I am going up in tho launch
belouging to the American Baptist Mis-
sion, and it will take from eight to teD
weeks to make the round trip."

A Ray of Hope for Mrs. Walkup.
Kansas City. Mo., September i. A

morning paper publishes an interview with
Dr.C. W. Scott, a specialist of this city,who
relates that early last winter a gentlemun
introduced himself as Mr. Walkum, an al-

derman of Emjioria, Kansas, called upon
him for advic, saying that he had suffered
for some timo from a cbronic disease
and had been treating himself
for it, using arsenic, both in
solution and Pills. The visitor nniMnrpl
somewhat under tho influence of liquor,
and after receiving some advice from the
doctor took his leave, and the latter has
not seen him since.

Compulsory Vaccination.

produce certificates of vaccination or bo
vaccinated on tho spot.

Fall River, Mass., September 4. As a
result of tho imall-po- x scare, over four
thousand children havo been vaccinated
hereby the City Physician during the
present week, and tne work is going on
at the rate of two hundred dnily. Besides
this, which 13 done at the city's expense,
the doctors are vaccinating many people In
the courso of their private visits.

Two Old Notes.

A FATAL SCOURGE.

No Iteittetly Discovered 1'h.Yhk-I.iu- s rail
Victims S.ul Scenes.

PARiERsnUuo, W. Va., September 3.
An alarming and wide-spreadi- disease,
Of a character unknown to the local physi-
cians, ias broken out in Clay Couuty, this
State.

Tho greatest fatality is geographi-

cally narked thus far by a hue drawn from
the head of Sycamore Creek across to the
Elk, Indoblng the south uerttrn part of tho
county! Sycamore Creek Is a small etreaiu
running between stoop hills from six hun-
dred tl,n thousand feet high, inclosing a
narroVr valloy of great richness but sparse-
ly sotted, owing to the fact that the land
Is principally owned in large bodies by
foreign parties. There aro about sixty
families on tho creek nnd it tributaries
neady all of whom are poor farmers or
woodmen. They reside in small log huts or
hoases of ono or two rooms, seldom more,
and are tho possessors of verv few of tho
comforts of life and none of its luxuries.

-iltKjsw urs: .u,.u"" out, sweeping away
fully two-third- s of the people. From th'a
pest accounts received tho disease is un-
known to the physicians. In a number of
instances a member of a fanvly has been
taken down with it, and beforo a physician
could be reached, geneially living ata dis-
tance, the unfortunate victim would suffer
torment nnd die in from oik-- to threo
hours: and before the physician would ar-
rive others of the family would be down
with it. In several Instances while a mem-
ber of a family' was dying another
would be heard crving and moaning
with deadliest pain," only to join tho
long host within n few hours or minutes.
It is described as having symptoms similar
to cholera, excepting an Internal hemor-
rhage which immediately preceded death.
The fatality became so great that there
w ere scarcely enough able-lodi- ed jitrsons
left to care for the sick. Being contagious,
fear, no doubt, kept man away. O o
physician is reported to have been taken
with the disease while attending patients,
and, to have sucrumbd in two hours. It is
particularly fatal amoug the children. A
family named Collins lost two children,
while ono natued Phelps or Phillips lost
three out of four little ones; Mr. McGraw,
one; Mr. Morton, two; Mr. Walker,
one, and Mr. Leezmore, one
of the County Commissioners, ono
child and grown" daughter, all In forty-eig- ht

hours. Many others, to the number
of twenty-seve- n, were taken w 1th this ter-rlb- lo

malady and died within three or four
days. This'is reported as happening ouly
on one creek, while a number of fatalities
are being heard from at different points
north aud south of Sycamore Creek. Owing
to the secluded position of these people,
and the difficulty in reaching them with
proper medical aid and assistance, tho dis-
ease will probably prove more fatal than
otherwise would uave been tho case. Thero
are a number of theories and conjectures
regarding It, many it to the water,
which is believed to bo poisoned with
the germs of the disease. Others believe It
to be the cholera, but are no doubt mistaken
in their belief, as the symptoms do not jus-
tify that idea. In fact, the disease ap-
pears to be of the same nature, to a great
extent, as that which devastated several
localities in the lower end of the State last
fall. It is stated that the scenes along this
creek during tho prevalence of the disease
beggared description. The moans aud
shrieks of pain, the terror of those
yet unstricken - by the fell dis-
ease, and tho sad sight of the
funeral rites of the victims in the lonely
depths of the dark woods, where
often there were scarci ly enough left to
dig the shallow grave aud consign the
dead to their future home, the tears and
cries of the friends and relatives of the
dead, were so sod, so heart-rendin- g, that it
would bring tears to the eyes of any living
human being. Non of the physicians ap-
pear as yet to hav? discovered the nature
of the disease or to render anv aid in a
single instance. From Sycamore Creek
tb disease is reported to be rapidly
spreading in every dir ciou, aud if some-
thing does uot Kooh occur to stop it, it will
depopulate t h? outhwt stern jortion of the
comity.

run sewing machines. The inventors have
succeeded in constructing nn apparatus
which is a reliable substitute for foot
power, and which does away with th'i
laborious uud fatiguing treadle. The
motive power is ordinary clock springs ar-
ranged so a- - to ruu the motor with any
speed desired by simply learing tho foot
on n ret. A few moments' winding up
sufiices to store enough power in the motor
to run a sewing machine all day. Tho
noislssness and smoothness of its work-
ing and tho easy manner with which tho
speed con bo regulated and controlled are
peculiarly favorable features of this useful
invention.

The body was then tied up
in a sack. Fields does not denv the crime.
He claims ho was drunk at tho time.

TEXAS' DEPLETED TREASURY.

Governor Ireland Pays it Is It ml Policy to
Arcamulatn Funds by Selling I'ubllo
Lands or KaUInr; Taxes Unueceannrlly.

Austin, September 3. Governor Ireland
in an interview on Tuesday last touching
the lamentably depleted condition of tho
State Treasury said that In his opinion It
was bad policy to accumulate funds in tho
Treasury either by selling public lands or
by raising taxes unnecessarily, as long as
necessary expenses are met, even though
this policy resulted in a small annual deficit.
The Governor thought it was better than
borrowing largo sums which might other-
wise remain In circulation.

This declaration from the Gocmot of
Texas, who Is also chairman of the State
Land Board, is important to Northern cap-

italists seeking investments in Texas lands,
as it Indicates the policy of tho administra-
tion for the next two years In withholding
from sale many million acres of aluable
lands. The Governor did not say whether
lie believed it was bad policy or good in the
Land Board to allow S2,000,000 in taxes to
escape collection from tho foreign cattle
barons, as is openly charged by the press of
tho State.

At its meeting Tuesday the Land Boaid
ratified the lease of nearly 500,000 acres of
grazing lands in Greer County. This Is the
county claimed by the United States Gov-

ernment, and tho action is regarded by
many as an usurpation on the part of Texas,
pending a decision as to tho boundary line.
Over 20,000 cash was paid Into tho treas-
ury by the Ijay Land and Cattle Company
and other lessees as the first year's rental
for these Greer County lands.

CHOLERA INFECTED RAISINS.

A Scheme to Introduce Them Into thU
Country From Maliicn Health Ofllcers
at New York Ctiurged with Gros- - Negli-
gence.

San Francisco, Septombcr 3. Con-

siderable excitement has been caused among
Importers of groceries of tills city by state-

ments tending to show the existence of a
schemo to Introduce cholera Infected raisins
Into tho United States.

It appears that one of the leading houses
in the trade on the Pacific coast 'ias advices
from its agent in New York stating that ono
of the largest buyers of imported raisin3 lias
just received a dispatch from Malaga, stat-
ing that the product this year is very largo
and of excellent quality, and that the pres-
ence of cholera will not act as an Impedi-
ment to shipments to the United States.

This is accompanied by a letter of Win.
Smith, health officer at New York, to tho
firm of importers in which he says that
fruits gathered in infected districts, but
packed and shipped from non-infect-

points will not on that account subject a
vessel to deby at quarantine. Tills refers
directly to imports of raisins from Malaga
and Denia.

ReferrinR to theso statements, prominent
men In the fruit trade and experienced
packers declare that there is great danger of
tho Introduction of cholera microbes in
raisins from infected districts; that packed
fruit easily absorbs microbes and retains
them for a great length of time.

Tho New York health ofllcers aro charged
with gross neglect of duty in opening tha
way for the terrible disease into thl
country.

AGAINST CLASS LEGISLATION.
The Democracy In Favor of Throttling
