Found by a Dream.

Frederickton, Md., November 12. Last
Thursday Columbus Dronenberg, aged
twenty-fiv- e, son of a prominent wheel-
wright and farmerliving nearUrbana, this
county, attended a sociable at a neighbor's
house. He left for home about 1 a. m.. and
was never seen alive again. After two
days' absence his family organized a corps
of searchers, but they could find no trace
of tho missing man. Monday night Mr.
Dronenberg, sr., says that he had a
dream in which he saw- - his son's corpso
lying on the floor of a mammoth
barn, nnd, at the request of tho father, the
neighbors commenced to search all the
barns m the neighborhood. Larg Jumma
were given the preference, and in tbe barn
owned by Mr. Thos. Dixon. ner Urbana,
the largest in the county, the corpse of the
missing man was found. It bore many
bruises, and tho manner of death has
caused a great deal of comment. The
Coroner's jury has adjourned to await the
result of a post-morte- m examination. The
father and son hare always been on cood
terms.

Too Sharp For the Robber.
CORRT, Fa., November 13. At three

o'clock this morning E. D. Dalton, just
south of the city limits, was awakened by

slight noise, nnd, opening his eyes, saw a
man pass his bedroom window. He slipped
quietly out of bed, revolver in hand, listen-
ing for tho next noise, which soon came
from a window in the adjoining room.
Quietly he opened the door. He discovered

man's hand trying to open tho window.
He raised the rovolver and let fly. A
groan was heard, Snd all was still.
Dalton stood guard in the kitchen till six
o'clock this morning. It was seen that the
ball had passed through the window, and
probably lodged in some part of the rob-
ber's body. Some surgeon has by this time
probed for it. A can of nitro-glyceri- ne

was found this morning not many rods
from the house. Dalton, not knowing the
dangerous character of the can, brought It
to Alderman Truesdell's office, w ho imme-
diately directed him to take it to some safe
place and explode it with a rifle.

daughter of Jacob Dhein, lime-burn- er

and stone-quarrle- r, innocently
picked up a large dyuamito cartridge,
used for heavy blasting, and threw it into
the kitchen stove. A terrific explosion
followed, shattering the house, killing the
little girl, fatally injuring Mrs. Dhein nnd
seriou:ly mutilating other members of
the famih. Tho child's head and arm
were torn from the body, its head being
found ouito a distance from tho notice
attached to a portion at tho family dog'

body frihtf ully mutilated in the region of
ner uoweis. &ne can not recover. .Mr.
Dhein had several bones broken, but he is
thought to not be fatally injured. The force
of the explosion was so great as to scat'er
portions of the building for miies about.

State's Prison Romance.
Joliet, III., November 11. Tho myste-

rious murder of Dr. Allen, a prominent
resident of Sandwich, 111., six years ago,
created a great seiismirm in this State. A
young man named William Thomas, pre-
viously of high character, was arrested
and, principally on the evidence of a female
detective from Chicago, was convicted
and sentenced to fifteen years in the peni-
tential--. Yesterday it was developed
that a tevr days .since James Young, a con-
vict sent from Carroll County, recently
had made a full confession of the crimu,
going into minute and hitherto unknown
details and assigning remorse ns the reason
fur his action. An indictment was tmietlv
iouni in tne ueKnlb Circuit Court vester
day, a writ of habeas corpus was issued,
ana last nisut bUeritl wood lett the pen
tentiary with Young. Thomas has alw ays
proiesieu ais entire innocence ot the crime.

Sycamore, III., November 12. James
Young, the convict sent to the Penitentiary
for ten years seven months aso from Car-
roll Countv. and who has confessed to the
murder of Hiram P. Allen, a retired farmer
of Sandwich, on the night of February 14,
1SS0. was brought into court yesterday,
and iu response to the usual interroga-
tories, said hedil not wish an attorney,
and pleaded guilty. On being asked by
Judge Killom if he" understood the full im-
port of his plea, aud that he was liable to
be hanged. Young replied that he wa
fully aware of it, and persisted
in pleading guilty. "Then, sir,"
said the Judge, "the Court must sav
this is among the most astonishingcases on
record. The idea of a man coming here
anl entering this plea is almost bej'ond be-
lief, and the Court will not enter the plea
of guilty until he has taken some measures
to ascertain regarding your sanity, and see
whether vou are resDousihlefor vouraets."
Young protested that ho knew what he was
about, and wished to write out a statement,
but Judge Killoru would not accept his
plea, and will cause a special jury to teat
iw sanity.

Sycamore, III., November 13- .- In the
County Court to-d- ay Judge Kellum an-
nounced ns his opinion that the confession
of tho convict Young of the murderof Dr.
Allen was sufficient for the court, and sen-
tenced him to imprisonment for life. This
must result in the releise of the innocent
man now m Joliet penitentiary.

After the victory at
the Servian forces pushed
forward, hotly pressing the
rinns. Zarihrod, one of the
cinal Bulgarian frontier towns, was
tured by the Servians. Colonel Beuck;
commanding tho Drina and Sbumaii

a stronclv entrenchei
position held by the Bulgarians just be-
yond the frontier, and imniKliately storm-
ed the works. He capture-- four redoubts,
taking 200 prisoners. General Dgukni'cii,
commanding tho Timok division.crossed tho
Timok River and attacked a lone of Bul-
garians intrenched near the rivr bank on
the Bulgarian side and thoroughly routed
them, capturing the trendies and taking
150 prisoners. Tbe losses sustained by tho
Servians in these engagements were light,
losing iu nil only two officers nnd fifty men
killed and two' hundred wounded. The
Servians are following up their victories
aud pushing forward rapidly toward
Sofia.

Sofia, November 10. About tw elve thou-
sand Bulgarian troops, including cnvnlry
and infantry, left this city In tho direction
of the Drngoman Pass. They are tinder
the immediate commaud of Prince Alexan-
der. Thero is the most inteuso anxi ty
here on account of the rejiort that the Bul-
garian troops on the frontier havo
been defeated by the Servians. The scenes
attending the dcpnrtnro of the
tmops were most effectms:. Tho Piince
was pale, but lore a resolute txiressiiii.
Ho addressed the troops in words which
showed his full realization of the gravity
of the situatiou. At the same time, ln's
remnrks were courageous uml inspiring,
and they elicited warm applause. For
some distance alon" the road leading fr m
the city the troops weie accompanied by- -

miscellaneMis crowds of citizens, of which
the wives, mothers and daughters of tho
soldiers formed the larger portion. Popu-
lar and patriotic airs were started by the
populace and caught up by tho
troops as they marched along. It w ns
tho comment "f one accustomed to such
scenes, however, that there wius less of na
tional enthusiasm manifested than of tho

ersonal sj mpathy naturally brought out
the presence ot danger. Ju snort, tne

people do not feel tho sense o Wrong uor
the ambition for conquest which aro re-
quisite to arouse n nation to exaltation.

A country farmer wrote thJstextAmos,
of Tekoa. Ho plowed the earth and
threshed the grain by a new threshing-machin- e

just invented, as formerly tho cat-
tle trod out tho grain. He gathered the
fruit of the sycamore tree and sacrificed it
with an iron comb just before it was
getting ripe, as it was necessary in that
way to take from it the bitterness. Ho was
son of a poor shepherd and stuttered, but
before the stammering rustic the Phillis-tine- s

and Syrians and Phoenicians and
Moabites and Ammonites and Edomites
and Israelites trembled. Moses was a law
giver, Daniel was a prince, Isaiah a cour-

tier and David a King; but Amos, tho
author of my text, was a peasant, and as
might be supposed, nearly all bis parallel is
isms aro pastoral, bis prophecy full
of tho odor of now-mow- n hay, and as
the rattle of locusts and the ruinblo of
carts with sheaves, and the roar of
wild beasts devouring the flock whilo
the shepherd came out in their defense. He
watched the herds by day and night, in-

habited a booth made out of bushes, so that
through these branches ho could see the
stars all nightlong, and was more familiar
witht hem than we who have tight roofs to

isour houses aud hardly ever see the stars
except among the tall brick chimneys of
the great towns. But at seasons of the
year when the herds were in special dan-
ger, he would stay out in the open field all
through the darkness, his only shelter the

incurtain of tho night, heaven with tho stel-
lar embroideries and silvered tassels of

iflunar light. What a life of solitude, all
alone with his herds ! Poor Amoj ! and at
twelve o'clock at night, bark to the wolf's
bark and the lion's roar and the bears growl
nnd tho owl's and the ser-

pent's hiss as he unwittingly step3 too
near whilo moving through the thickets '
So Amos, like other herdsmen, got the
habit of studying the map of the heavens;
because it was so much of tho time spread
out before bint. Uo noticed some stars
advancing and others receding. Ho asso-

ciated their dawn and setting with certain I

seasons of tho year. He had a poetic nature
und he read night by night and month by
month aud by year the poem of the
constellations, divinely rythmic. But two
rosettes of stars especially attracted his
attention while seated on tho ground or
lying on his back under tho open scroll of
the midnight heavens the Pleiades, or
seven stars, pnd Orion. The former group
this rustic prophet associated with the
spring, as it rises about the first of May.
The latter he associated with the winter, ns
it comes to tho meredian in January. The
Pleiades, or seven stars, connected with all
sweetness and joy; Orion the herald of the
tempest. Tho ancients were tho more apt
to study tho physiognomy and juxtaposi-
tion of the heavenly bodies, becauso they
thought they hail a speclnl influence upon
the earth, and perhaps they were right.
If tho moon every few hours lifts and lets
down the tides of tho Atlantic Ocean, and
tho electric storms of last year in the sun,
by all scientific admission, affected the
earth, why not the stars have proportion-
ate effect? And thero are some things
wbicli make mo think that it may not have
been all superstition which connected
tho movements , and appearance of
the heavenly bodies with great moral
events of earth. Did not a meteor run on
evangelist errand on the first Christmas
night and designate the rough cradlo of
our Lord? Did not the stars in their course
fight against Sisera? Was it merely coin-

cidental that before tho destruction of
Jerusalem tho moon was eclipsed for
twelve consecutive nights? Did it merely
happen so that anew star appeared in con-

stellation Cassiopin'and then disappeared
just before King Charles IX. of France,
who was responsible for the St. Bartholo-
mew massacre, died? Was it without sig-

nificance thnt iu the days of tho Roman
Emperor Justinian war nnd famine were
preceded by the dimness of the sun, which
for nearly a year gave no moro light than
the moon, although there were no clouds
to obscure it? Astrology after all may
have been something more than a brilliant
heathenism. No wonder that Amos of tho
text, having heard these two anthems of
the stars, put down tbe stout, rough stall
of the herdsman and took into his brown
hand and cut and knotted fingers the pen
or n prophet, aud advised the recreant peo-

ple of his time to return to God, 6ayitig:
"Seek him that uiaketh the seven stars nnd
Orion."

This command, which Amos gave 765

years before Christ, is just as appropriate
lor UV, i. v. iocsj.

see, that the God who made the Pleiades
and Orion must be the God of order. It
was not so much a star here and a star
there that impressed the inspired herds-
man, but seven in one group and four in
the other group. He saw that night after
night aud season after season and decade
after decade they had kept step ot light,
each one in its own pluce, a sisterhood
never clashing and never contesting pre
cedence. From the time Hesiod called the
Pleiades the "seven daughters of Atlas,"
and Virgil wrote in his iEneid of "Stormy
Orion,'-- ' until now, they have observed the
order established for their coming and
goiw:; order written not iu manuscript
that may be pigeon-hole- d, but with the
hand of the Almighty on tho dome of the
sky, so that all nations may read it. Order.
Fersiatent order. Sublime order. Omnip-

otent order. What a sedative to you and
me, to whom communities and nations
sometimes seem going pell-me- ll and the
world ruled by some fiend at hap-hazar- d.

The God who keeps seven worlds in right
circuit for 0,000 year3 can certainly keep
nil the affairs of individuals and na-

tions and continents in adjustment.
We had uot better fret much, for
the peasant's argument of tho text was
right. If God can take care of the seven
worlds of the Pleiades and tho four chief
worlds of Orion, he can probably take care
of the one world we inhabit. So I feel very
much as my father felt one day when we
were going" to tho country mill to get a
grist ground, and I, a boy of seven years,
sat in tho back part of the wagon, and our
voke of oxen ran away with us, and along
a labyrinthine road through the woods, so

that I thought every moment we would be

dashed to pieces, and I made a terrible
outcry of fright, and my father turned to
me with a face perfectly calm and said:
