How He spent IIU alonej While Gmrruur
Late Characteristic Incident.

President Cleveland is worth about
$100,000, and he owes considerable
real estate in Butl.tlc. which is fast
jrrowiujr in altie. He made about
$'25,000 a year at his practice before he

rgot iutoTioiftics. Ho is not an extrav
agant niau In an- - of his tastes, and has
never been so. He had a class of cases
at Buffalo which paid well, aud he was
often the counsel for corporations in
big cises. While he was Governor or
New York he gave away the whole of
his salary in charity, save that which
he used "for his personal expenses and
for the support of his mother. I have
seen many instances of his charity. One
night I wits with him in his private of-ti- ce

at the Albany Capitol. It was aft-
er he had been elected President. He
was opening his mail, and many of the
letters contained requests for alms. I
saw Governor Cleveland answer fully a
half dozen of them Iry inclosing live,
ten and at one time a twenty'dollar
bill in an envelope with a kind word,
and sending it to the beggar. One
case was especially touching.

from an Inscription Found ou the
stone of a Revolutionary Soldier.
The following inscription was re-

cently copied from an old tombstone
on the "Vale" Farm, near "Pompey
Smash," Allegany County, Md. It re-

lates to an old Maiander of revolu-

tionary fame: "In memory of Colonel
William Lamar, a soldier of the Revo
lution. At the tap of the drum in Ms
native State, Maryland, to the standard
of his country he flew, nor left until
she was acknowledged free and inde-pe- nt

amongst the nations of the earth.
At the battle of Harlem Heights, White
Plain, ('erniantowii, Monmouth and
Staten Island, in the North; at Guil-fo- nl

Court-IIous- c and Eutaw, at Cara-de- u,

the capture of Fort Mott, Carnby
and Wateree. at the seige of Ninety-si- v.

in the South, he was present and act-
ively enrared. and bv his coolness.
bravery and skill, he rendered most
sigual and important services to
the arinv. At Guilfonl the desperate
charge of tho American troops, which
turned the scale of victor' in their favor,
was ordered at his suggestion, which
was communicated to General Green
through Major Anderson, and the plan
of firing Fort Mott. which was success-
fully adopted, and which occasioned
tlioimmediate surrender of that fort
by the British, originated exclusively
with him. In the disastrous battle of
Camden he was foremost by the side of
Do Kalb when that brave ofiicer fell.
In the siege of '96 tho immortal Kos-cuis- ko

was his fellow-soldie- r, and served
under him for awhile. The noble con-
duct of this brave Pole was the fond
theme of his praise and admiration
through life. He entered the army at
the commencement of the revolution.
:tcd continued with it, engaged in
actual service, until the close of tho
war.

'During the contest he made hut one-visi- t

home. He married early; had sons
and daughters, the most of whom he
lived to tee begirt with glowing infancy.
He possessed a heart full of kiudness--,

and a temper almost proof against
anger. He was respected in all the rc-l- at

fons of liia life. Ho was born im
Frederick County, but for thirty years
previous to his "death resided in Alle-

gany county, where he died January 8,
1S38. aged eighty-three- ."

The stone also contains the following:
"Also S3cred to the memory of Mar-
garet Lamar, his wife. She was be-

loved and esteemed b- - all who knew
her for the many virtues that adorned
her character. She died universally
lamented, March 17, 1821, aged fifty-fo- ur

years."
Secretary Lamar is descended from a

branch of the old Maryland Lxmar
family, and is a distant relative of the
above-name- d Colonel William Lamar.
Colonel Lamar left an immense landed
estate in Maryland, adjoining Pennsyl-
vania, near Bedford. Chicago Herald.

MILITARY PROFESSORS.

How n Certain Class of Colleges Impose
upon tbe Government and Obtain In-

struction by Misrepresenting Their Con-

ditions.
The law authorizing tho detail of ar-

my officers to act as professors of tactics
and military science in colleges, re-

quires that any institution to which
such a detail is made shall have the ca-

pacity to educate simultaneously one
hundred and fifty male students. De-

tails are now ..made to thirty-seve- n in-

stitutions; but two-thir- ds of them havo
not one hundred and fifty male pupils,
and many have not even seventy-fiv-e.

Out of the whole number only twelve
have an attendance of one hundred and
fifty; and perhaps not all of their stu-
dents are of an age justifying the de-
tachment of an army officer from his
company in order to teach them tactics.

Thi-- slate of tilings results, as Gen.
Drum shows, from the careless use in
Ihe statute of the words, "having a
capacity for educating not lethan one
hundred and fifty male pupils," instead
of some phrase requiring an actual at-
tendance ot that number in any given
quarteror term. Institutions that have
thirty or forty scholars can send to tho
War Department certificates .showing ...
that they "have a capacity" for edu-
cating live times that number. They
might add that they would be glad to
get them. Thus tliey comply with thu
letter of the statute "requirements, and
receive their details, which are some-
times, apparently "secured to obtain
the services" sas Gen. Drum, "of an
officer proficient" in mathematics as a.
professor in that branch, while his value
its a military instructor is appreciated
purely from a disciplinarian point of
view." It seems increditablc that this
system of sponging has been going on
for years; but the annual reports of the
Adjutant-Genera- l show conclusively
that it is o. As the abuse of the priv-
ileges granted by statute- - could bo
obviated bj an easy emendation, Con-
gress has no excuse for not making it.

The matter should receive attention
at Washington this winter. No confid-
ence games on the Government should
be allowed, even when played by insti-
tutions of learniug! A". Y Shu.
