Gerouuno and bis liand ileI in tho
direction of L.eutenanf Mus' camp for
safetv. and suriendered unconditionallj'.
The Mexican tros followed theni across
the line into Maus'cnmp.Htiddemuuded tho
prisoner, claiming that - tibi occurred
on Mexican soil, and that the v.ctorx was
theinv. Mau refused to give tbe prisoners
up. which greatly incensed the Mexicans,

threat tkned to take the prisoners by
force. Goueral Crook was hourly expected
in camp, but at last accounts had failed to
arrive.

voters it is undeniable that free gov-
ernment is exposed to serious peril.
And thai i the actual state of things
which exists at this moment in many
of the Southern States, while in no one
of them is the number of illiterate
voters less than 30 per cent, of the en-

tire
of

electorate.
It is quite true that this dangerous a

state of affairs in the bouth is one of
the legacies left to u by twenty-fou- r

years of Republican policy. It is also
true that the great mass of illiterate
voters in the South, for whose benefit
the Blair bill is designed, are Republic-
an voter. These considerations ought
iut, in our judgment, to prevent Dem-

ocratic statesmen and Representatives

I take tho liberty of addressing this note to
you because you are chairman of the com-
mittee authorized to Investigate the methods
by which the consent of the Board of Alder-
men was obtained to the construction of the
ruilroad now laid UDon Broadway, and be- -

.cause tbe public press has more than onco
assoc. aieu my name wun ine suojeci oi jour
Inqu ry. It is, perhaps, an inevitable penalty
of holding public office that any association,
bowover honorable, with transactions or per-
sons thereafter subjected to public obloquy
should be made an occasion for misrepresent-
ation, and I therefore desire to euabtoevery
body who wishe to do so to form a
correct Judgment as to my con-
nection with these matters. Mr. James
A. Roosevelt, Mr. George Henry Warren. Mr
George G. Haven, ilr. Brayton Ives, myseli
and other citizens or New ork wore direct-
or of a company which had promptly availed
Itself of tho generui street railroad law of ISM
and wa the first company to lay claim to a
railroad from the llaitery to Fourteenth
street. In behair of our company we labored
earnestly to prevent Mr. Shan and his asso-
ciates from obtalnlngthe consent ot the Board
of Aldermen.

Broadway and Seventh avenue and Intended
to lease other lines, and thus, by iotroduolnjr
economy or management and a system or
transfers. ecuro at the same time returns
from the properties and greater accommoda-
tions for the public They proposed to us to
abandon our attitude of hostility and take
part ln the now enterprise, wmclf proposition
was accepted by a large majority of our
cnotrhniiier including mvself. and by a ma
jority In Interest of tho stock excluding mine.
It was in tbe line of what wo had been advo-
cating as ln the public interest. We had pro-

tested against a grant of Broadway without
conditions providing for a general transfer
system applicable to it. It was subsequentr
if discovered that the lease could not
be obtained, and the Philadelphia par-
ties purchased a controlling Interest in
the stock by the contract made publlo
on February 5. 1SS. If that contract remalna
In force, and tho stock Is taken under it, It
will enable the purchasers. If they see lit to do
so. to carry out with us the agreement they
made when they expected to obtain a lease of
these roads. It will involve new agreements,
however, on both sides. I have, however, no
Interest in tho purchase recently made, ami
no investment in nor committal to their gen
eral enterprise. Prior to the disclosures
made on this Investigation I looked upon it a
the public Interest and, I It had taken a
Khnn satisfactory to me from a business
standpoint and at a time when I felt at liberty
to join it in cw of other Investments and
duties. I should have done so. That states ray
exact relation to it What effect this Investi-
gation mar have upon It and whether I shall
ever join It arc as open questions for me as
for any one else. If my connection with ta
transactions 1 have mentioned is ln any re-
spect open to just criticisms, I am not aware
