The newspaper organs which for

““‘Protected’” Farmers.

A number of capitalists of Chicago
were, some time since, solicited to sub-
seribe for stock in a trust company for
the special purpose of making farm
loans on Kansas and Nebraska lands,
which loans were to be marketed in
this city and the East. In order, how-
ever, to inform themselves as to the
prospects and fature profits of such an
enterprise, they instituted a searching
investigation into the present condition
of this particular bra of the loan
business in the West. The result re-
veals a most unlooked-for and serious
state of facts, and one which is by no
means reassuring to the American pa-
n'iot- .

It appears that in the States of Kan-
sas and Nebraska, in counties taken at
random, from 50 per cent. to three-
quarters of the farm lands are mort-
up to within 60 to 75 per cent.
of their cash wvalue; that there is no
accumulation of capital in the hands
of the farmers; that in case of a failure
of crops the owners would have to buy
the lands; that in the States of Kansas
and Nebraska there are 134 real estate
loan companies who charge from 8 to
82 per cent. interest per annum; and,
finally, that the much-denounced land-
lord system of the old world is rapidly
appearing in a most revolting, pluto-
cratic form in the new.

The deep moral, however, of this
revolting condition of the farmers of
the garden section of the Union is that
it is an unanswerable indictment of
the entire protective policy of the
country, which is thus shown to have
totally failed in that very feature which
was to have been the fuil fruition of the
eatire system.—Chicago News.
