TWO MEN IN A BUGGY.

Strango Ending of n Hunt for L'r

capod Prisoners- -

Dattlo Will a llr.ico r Unknown Crooks
One ill llin I'ns.e Fntallr Wouniloil

Or.KVin.ANi), O., July 23. W. A. Smith
and Itlchard N. Mauslluld, two young
crooks, .Saturday night, escaped from
Jail. Ono of thn prlsonxr in tlm Jsll

tho turnkey of what had takon
placo an hour or ho lator and Shcrllf
Sawyer and his doputlos and tjio pollco
at onco began to scour tho city and ad-

jacent country. Joo Uoldsoll, tho sher-
iffs criminal doputy. and onn of thn host
odlcors in tho city, "started out in n bug
gy with two frlands for McCort street in
-- ho western suburbs, where MansftaldHn

secreted their rig
having boon reinforced by patrol
man 1'lcrco, concealed themselves to
watch thn neighborhood, A buggy

containing a young man. It
was halted by (Joldsoll nnd Florce, and
tho occupant giving a satisfactory ex-
planation was allowed to proceed. Tho
buggy psKsl on lowheru Goldsoll's two
friends were, and they sprang Into tho
road and shouted: "Stop thosn two
men.'' Uoldsoll and Fierce ran up and
saw two men Instead ot ono In tho
buggy. They commanded a halt, but
tho two unknown men started to drlvo
away and bvg&u firing thuli iui
nrs at tho olllcors. Tho tiro was re-

turned, and In tho florco fusillade that
followed Uoldsoll foil. Tho buggy
dashed away, and tho deputy was car-
ried back to tho Jail. Ho had a bullet
In hlsJabdomcn and was taken to tho
Huron-stree- t hospital, whero ho now
lies at tho point ot death. Half an hour
later, at 1:30 a. m., Fatrolmen FIcrco
and Kochlcr, whllo returning from
tho scene, of tho shooting, saw a
bursa and buggy standing In an
awkward position on Franklin avo-nu- o.

In tho buggy was tho body
of a young man who nad been shot to
death. Tho horse also lxiro a bullet
wound. Tho tiody was taken to tho
Dntrolt-stre-et Follqo Station, Uwhera
Florco recognized It ns that ot tho
young man bo bud first st-i-- in tho bug-
gy. At first It was supposed that tho
dead mnn was Smith, bnt a closo ex-

amination disproved this bellof. Tho
body was takon to thn morgue, and lies
thero now unidentified. In tho buggy
woro found a loaded revolver, an empty
revolver, a club, a screw-drive- r and
somu rags. Tho horso and buggy had
lioen stolen early in tho evening from
thi barn of Oeorgo It. Smith, on ltolton,
avenuo. The pollco suppose that Uold-
soll and Fierce, In hunting for Smith and
Mansfield, accidentally stumbled upon
two other crooks who hadjastdono a Job
or wero bent upon one. Diligent search
is being mado to find tho two escaped
prisoners and tho escaped companion ot
tho dead man, and to ldqntlfy tho body
at thomorguo.
