I Mini, .Inn. li In nn IntiTViow with

l'ntlior Ohrwnlder. the priest who wns
formerly connected with tlm Austrian
Soudan mission, nnd who recently es-
caped from the muhdlsts nflcr nlno
yrars of cnptlvlly, conflnnrd tho reM)rt
that the niiihdi wns poisoned, and re
peateil thu events tlint led to
ills death. 1'ather Ohrwaliler snys
thnt after the uinhdl hud tired
of w arfarehe w ithdrew toOmdurinnii b
enjoy ft life nf llrrntiotiniess. Among
tin- - prisoners who had fullen Into tho
hands nf the mnhill Was n daughter of
a wealthy cltireu of Khartoum. This
citlien hud irftin-- to net-op- t the mahdl
ns thesucccsoro( Muhnmmrd, and hnd
opKit.ed his schemes. Coneqnently,
when Khartoum 'was raptured by tho
mahdists his ptoperty wns eonllscntcd.
all his children ccept his daughter
were butchered nnd l.is w Ivt s were sold
Into slavery.

The fannticnl Arabs were struck by
the beauty of the g.rl, whose life Ihey
spared. 'Uu-- deemed that sho would
make n worthy nddltirui In the harem
of their le.ider. nntl she wns iteeonling-lyrnriltdl- o

tbo innhiii nnd presented
to him The girl, however, wan not
content to live Ihe 1 f" of coneubinngo
with llio man v!u had been
the cattso of the destruction of
her family She brooded Jivt'r her
wrongs, and finally determined to tnVo
revenge. I.lko. ninny uf tho people of
her race, alio hnd considerable knowl-
edge of polaons. site eoltjcted for the
mahdl a polm that, white it wns sure
to produce ilcnth, yet wns quite hlow to
bring nlxiut the desired r suit This
poison she placed In a cool drink In
tended for the tuahdi, nntl then ffnvo
the cup to lier m.f-te- r Ho pnrtotik of
the draught from the hands of his slave,
never for n moment dreaming that sho
wns meditating his murder.

I.vrry thing worked nccordlng to tho
girl's calculations. Shortly after tho
mahdl hn drank his cooling drink tho
effects of the polvon began to mnnlfest
themselves. Arab doctors wcro sum-
moned lo relieve him, but nil the efforts
were In vain Tor eight days the tnaudt
lingered, suffering all tho tlmo tho most
excruclatinir agony nnd torment be-

fore death relieved htmof his pains.
Iu n recent Interview Tnther Ohr-

wnlder g.ive n detailed account of tho
terrible sufferings he nnd his compan
ions had undergone during tlielr cap-
tivity In the Soudan. In April, n
dervish force was sent by Iho mahdi to
attack tho Austrian tnUtlon iu South
Kordofn nnd rednco It Tho mission-
aries nttnehed to the station made r.
gnllnnt defense, nnd for live months
they stood out, against the hosolgoM.

Next came tho
ladles' coach, which was crowded with
nn opcrrt company nntl tho regular pas
congers. Upon this fell one end nf tin
l'ullmnn. One set of trucks nmasheij
the cur in two pieces, nnd another set
of trucks enmo down on tho Pullman
smashing it to the ground.

In this position fifty rnnn on the river
near, who wero cutting ice, saw it, and
had it not been lor their near presence
nnd heroic efforts no lesi than thirty
peoplo would have beon burned to
death. The smoker at once took lire
from the stove, but the ico force held it
In check until nil were gotten out, then
it burned to tho ground, but they saved
the other cars.

The citizens turned out en masse and
gavo proper attention to the Injured
Every physician and every cab was at
onco dispatched to tho sccno of tho
wreck, which looks as though it was a
miracle thnt any In tho cars ever es-
caped alive.
