WASHINGTON'S birthday Is cel-
ebrated in Texas in a way that
Washington blinseif would heart-
ily approve. The 22d of Febmarv
fa by law set apart as Arbor Day.
The Governor has recently issued
his proclamation requesting that
tho day be generally observed and
especially recommending teachers
nnd school officers ami-a- ll other
public officers to utilize the day
in "planting forest, shade and

see that this, tho richest govern-
ment on earth, would won be
come bankrupt, and nimble to pay
her balances in Europe, which
would have to bo paid in metal
uiouey. If buying wllu inflated
home paper money, ami selling at
foreign metal prices, nonld ruin
the Government itself, Is it not
plain to be seen that (noting on
the same conditions would prove
equally disastrous to tbe people,
individually and collectively. No
one nation can arbitrarily fix the
value of that which it may be
pleased to call money, hnt all oth-e- l

nations, tbe world, must, and
does unite in doing It. Our coun-
try does and will always sell mil-

lions of dollars yearly to other
countries, and for it we do and
always will get the prices fixed by
money of the world, ami in return
our people buy millions of dollars
yearly from foreign countries of
such things as we ned or want
and pay it at metal prices.

The Confederate Government
stamped millions of dollars of to
paper money, and years before
that government oollipsed it took
several hundred dollars to buy a
decent coat. .That iino govern-
ment put its stamp upon some
gold, and those gold pieces were
worth as mncb, and more, when
tbe government collapsed as the
day it was stamped.'

cause the demand of the business
world needed that gold to recoin
into money, and it neither wanted
or needed that old Confederate aspaper.
